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INTRODUCTION

The article presents the European Union and its activities and the role it played in
the integration of Europe and the provision of security in the period 1993-2004, i.e.
since its creation till now. In addition, it presents its future and the place in the new
international order. Today it is difficult to imagine not only our continent, but also
the whole world without the EU and NATO. It is one of the major participants/entities
in the contemporary international relations and together with NATO it co-creates
the Euro-Atlantic system of international security, which theoretically is responsible
for maintaining peace in Europe and in the world. In practice, it is not so certain now
as Russia’s aggression against Ukraine on 24 February 2022 and the war being fought
there constitute a serious threat to the security of Europe and peace in the world.
Speaking directly, neither the EU, nor NATO managed to prevent the outbreak of
the war between Russia and Ukraine. We are dealing with these organisations’ and
UN’s obvious failure despite their efforts put into stopping Russia’s attack on Ukraine.
In my opinion, the efforts were too late, because the West and Germany, France and
the United States in particular did business with Russia, which was a real cash cow.
Thus they tolerated Vladimir Putin’s aggressive behaviour and his imperial policy. Today,
Russia and its allies are fighting a war against Ukraine and at the same time a proxy
war against the West. They strive to weaken the EU and pose a threat to the security
of Europe (Mason, 2024, pp. 1-3).
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Writing this article I referred to a few theories and research methods. In particular
I used the systemic analysis method and inductive reasoning, i.e. drawing conclusions
and verifying hypotheses with the use of the method of generalisation, cognition from
details to totality. Those methods together with the theory of realism and the theories
of integration and foreign policy let me formulate a few theses and research questions.
The main thesis is a statement that the EU, which is the fruit of integration processes
that started in Europe after the end of World War II became their accelerator at the turn
of the 21st century. It contributed to the development of universal cooperation between
the states of our continent and strengthened the position of Europe in the international
arena. Thanks to the processes of enlarging and integrating over the last 30 years,
the EU has closed the gap between the post-communist East and the capitalistic West
and strengthened its security. It ensured reasonably fast and steady civilisation devel-
opment for Europe and prosperity and security for its citizens. The EU as a social,
political, cultural, economic and axiological community became a model to follow
for countries on other continents. Until 2022 it also constituted an attractive oasis of
security and welfare for the Europeans and millions of immigrants and refugees from
all over the world. However, Russia’s aggression against Ukraine revealed many weak-
nesses of the EU, inter alia the existence of some divisions, conflicting interests and
disintegration phenomena as well as that it was not prepared for Russia’s asymmetric
war with the West. Here, a question arises why it occurred and who is responsible
for that. Did political elites, mechanisms or decision-making processes fail? In my
opinion, everything; and this caused over-optimism and a slowdown in the process of
reforms necessary for the EU to continue its active policy of European integration and
strengthening its security.

One of the conclusions drawn from the analysis conducted in this article is that, in
my opinion, there is a need for a radical reform so that the EU would be able to inte-
grate Europe further and strengthen its security, inter alia, by developing the Common
Defence and Security Policy (CDSP) and its further enlargement and integration.
It is required by the current dangerous international situation, which resulted from
Russia’s aggression against Ukraine on 24 February 2022 and progressive destruction of
the global order, which is determined by superpowers’ struggle, in particular the United
States and China, for global hegemony. The new emerging multi-polar international
order cannot lack the EU. Its former international policy based on soft power should
change as soon as possible and be strengthened by hard dimension of power (hard
power). The EU and NATO should return to the old Roman adage si vi tempom, para
bellum: ,If you want peace, prepare for war” (Rasmussen, Yermak, 2024, p.24). It is
also necessary to have new political leadership that will re-define the EU’s objectives
and tasks so that it can ensure security for Europe and become one of the major pillars
in the multi-polar global order.
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Recently, the world has become loud about the extensive report on the EU’s cur-
rent state and prospects for development and growth by Mario Draghi, former Prime
Minister of Italy and President of the European Central Bank, who writes, inter alia,
that in order not to fall apart, the EU must return onto the track of the European
development and growth of competitiveness. He emphasises that: ,Europe’s funda-
mental values are prosperity, equality, freedom, peace and democracy in a sustainable
environment. The EU exists to ensure that the Europeans enjoy these fundamental
rights. If Europe stops guaranteeing them it will lose its reason for existence” (Draghi,
2024, s.13). Draghi is right and his diagnosis shows how the EU is systematically losing
its economic position and, as a result, its role in the international arena. The reasons for
this include reduced productivity, lack of innovation, shortage of qualified employees,
high prices of energy, costs of climate transformation, and changes in international
trade often involving unfair competition. Mario Draghi does not rule out internal
differentiation of the European integration and, ultimately, purely intergovernmental
cooperation. He proposes reforming the EU budget in order to focus on achieving
goals of pan-European importance, especially in the area of financing innovation.
By the way, such ideas have been occurring for a long time, because the EU needs not
only a new economic strategy, but also radical reforms in its internal and foreign policy.
If these reforms are not carried out, the EU may fall apart. In this context it can be said
that Brexit was not a precedent. Other countries may follow Great Britain, because
the EU has been weakened by subsequent crises: the financial crisis of 20082014,
the migration crisis of 2015-2019 and the pandemic crisis of 2019—-2023, which have
not been resolved in a systemic way and still make themselves felt. This applies in
particular to the migration crisis. Migrants from Africa and Asia continue to flow into
the EU and Europe is unable to retain or assimilate them. This, in turn, causes social
divisions: our own vs. alien, which generates xenophobia, populism and nationalism
and undermines the foundations of neoliberal democracy. Autocracy and fascism are
growing among the EU Member States, examples of which may be France, Austria,
Hungary and Germany, which may follow Great Britain and leave the EU; and this
will lead to the EU’s collapse.

The article was developed based on the extensive Polish and foreign literature on
this subject as well as on documents published and data from the press and the Internet.

THE EUROPEAN UNION AS AN INTERNATIONAL RELATIONS ENTITY

The European Union is a relatively young legal and international relations entity.
It was founded on the basis of the Treaty on the European Union (TEU) commonly
known as the Treaty of Maastricht signed on 7 February 1992 by Belgium, Denmark,
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France, Greece, Spain, the Netherlands, Ireland, Luxemburg, the Federal Republic
of Germany, Portugal, the United Kingdom, and Italy (for the text of the Treaty see:
Przyborowska-Klimczak, Skrzydto-Tefelska, 2007, p. 295). After ratification, it entered
into force on 1 November 1993 and contained seven Titles, 33 Declarations and 7
Protocols (Fiszer, 2002, pp. 15-38).

The Treaty of Maastricht defined the principles governing relations between
the European Union and the Member States introducing the principle of respect
for national identity and raising the principle of loyal cooperation to the EU level.
Moreover, it set itself five basic objectives to accomplish, which have remained relevant
up to now. These include: firstly, to promote economic and social progress which is
balanced and sustainable, in particular through the creation of an area without internal
borders, through the strengthening of economic and social cohesion and through
the establishment of economic and monetary union (EMU); secondly, to assert its
identity on the international scene, in particular through the implementation of a com-
mon foreign and security policy including the eventual framing of a common defence
policy; thirdly, to develop close cooperation on justice and home affairs; fourthly, to
strengthen the protection of the rights and interests of the nationals of the Member
States through the introduction of a citizenship of the European Union; fifthly, to
maintain in full the ‘acquis communautaire’ and build on it with the aim of ensuring
the effectiveness of the mechanisms and the institutions of the Community (Article
B. TUE) (Wec, 2012, pp. 209-212; Fiszer, 2002, pp. 31-42).

The European Union created on the basis of the Maastricht Treaty had a rather
complex structure which consisted of three ,parts” called pillars. The first pillar was cre-
ated by the European Communities (EEC, ECSC, EAEC), the second one by common
foreign and security policy and the third one by cooperation in the field of justice and
home affairs (Maliszewska-Nienartowicz, 2010, p.31). The last, third pillar resulted
from hard-fought compromise between the Member States, which wanted to leave
the powers in the fields of justice and home affairs at the national level. In accordance
with Article K TEU common activities and interests include: combatting terrorism,
asylum policy, combatting drug trafficking, rules governing the crossing of the external
borders of the Member States, combatting unauthorised immigration and organised
crime and judicial cooperation in civil and criminal matters (Przyborowska-Klimczak,
Skrzydto-Tefelska, 2007, p. 306).

Under the Maastricht Treaty the Member States entrusted the European Union
with competences, the scope of which was extended by subsequent revision treaties:
the Treaty of Amsterdam (1999), the Treaty of Nice (2003) and the Treaty of Lisbon
(2009) (Wec, 2012, p. 210; Grosse, 2018).

Contradictory assessments prevail among researchers and politicians with regard
to the condition, tasks, goals and future of the EU. On the one hand, the prevailing
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opinion is that the EU has already created a specific system of internal ties, has devel-
oped its own structures and original governance procedures, and its main bodies reflect
a specific system of legislative, executive and judicial powers with limited possibilities of
coercion. In their opinion, the EU has set the most favourable direction of development
of entire Europe. On the other hand, there are opinions that the EU has been drifting
in an unknown direction for years which poses a serious threat to it and that it requires
further improvement of the organisational/community structures and new rules of
cooperation, as well as a broader development of the European and global awareness
among the Member States, their citizens and political elites. Brexit, i.e. Great Britain’s
exit from the EU which eventually took place on 31 January 2020, deepened these
pessimistic assessments. Brexit contributed to the growth of nationalist and anti-EU
sentiments and the inhibition of the integration processes in Europe and seriously weak-
ened the economic and military potential of the European Union and thus the security
of Europe (Fiszer, 2018, pp.35-71; Chojan, 2021, pp.2-16; Kearns, 2018). Brexit
was preceded by other crises and negative phenomena including: the financial and
economic crisis (2008-2014), the migration crisis (2015-2017) and the COVID-19
pandemic, which exposed numerous shortcomings of the EU and undermined its posi-
tion in the international arena. The weakened and divided EU was surprised by Russia’s
aggression against Ukraine in February 2022 which, on the other hand, consolidated
the EU and became an accelerator of its activities for European integration and security.

THE EUROPEAN UNION’S ACTIVITIES FOR EUROPEAN INTEGRATION

The integration activities initiated after World War II by the Western European states
and continued in the 1990s, after the end of the Cold War, have led the European
Union to the position of the strongest socio-political and economic organisation in
Europe and strengthened its security. The membership in the Community became
an opportunity for development for the European countries and gave them the opportu-
nity to strengthen their position in the world, of which also Poland may be an example
(Polska w Europie jutra, 2021; Fiszer, 2015). When joining the EU in 2004, Poland was
the poorest country in the Community. Today, in terms of GDP per capita, we are in
the 18th place in the EU with the income of 17.7 thousand euros per capita. Our cur-
rent contribution to the EU accounts for EUR 6.5 billion. According to the European
Commission data the annual benefits from the participation in the European single
market account for 10.6% of the Polish GDP and the total annual economic benefits
from the membership in the EU are currently circa EUR 115-120 billion. 3.5 million
jobs in Poland exist thanks to the EU countries’ demand for goods with Polish added
value. In April 2022, after Russia’s aggression against Ukraine, public support for
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the EU in Poland reached 92% and it was still high in June 2023 although it dropped
to 85% (Bielecki, 2023, p. A8.5; Wojtaszczyk, 2023, pp. 97-112).

The most important objectives that the European Union set for the Member States,
as | have already mentioned, were formulated in Article 2 of the Maastricht Treaty. They
included: promoting economic and social development, eliminating unemploymen
and strengthening economic and social cooperation among the EU Member States.
The ultimate goal of the joint efforts was to create an economic and monetary union
with a common currency. Article 2 obliged the Member States to strive to implement
a common foreign and security policy which should constitute the basis for common
defence in the event of a threat. The Treaty placed emphasis on strengthening the pro-
tection of the rights and interests of the citizens of the Community who became the cit-
izens of the Union then. All the residents of the Member States holding their citizenship
acquired the citizenship of the European Union. Under the Treaty they are guaranteed
freedom of movement throughout the entire territory of the Union. The provisions
concerning the Economic and Monetary Union (EMU) and the so-called convergence
criteria that opened the door to the monetary union for Member States were its most
important parts (Koszel, 2019, p. 38; Borkowski, 2013, pp. 269-297).

The conclusion of the Maastricht Treaty and the establishment of the European
Union presented many new challenges and obligations to its Member States which
eventually were to result in a single (common) market without any barriers. Joint
efforts brought the greatest effects in regional, agricultural, currency, industrial, research
and development and transport policies, as well as in various spheres of social policy
(Eastawski, 2003, p. 300). The development of regional policy constituted one of
the EU’s priority goals supported by the European Investment Bank. The regional
policy objective was to support entrepreneurship by creating new infrastructure, growth
of production related investments and from 1994 developing cross-border cooperation
with the countries of Central and Eastern Europe (Lastawski, 2003, p. 303).

All activities of the European Union were guided by one main objective: economic
growth translating into increased employment, the raising of living and quality of
life level and competitiveness of individual economic sectors in the entire Union.
For this purpose a lot of attention was paid to scientific research and technological
development. Research programmes were to be focused on the development of high
technologies used for civilian and military needs which required large financial outlays
on research and education of highly qualified scientific staff. Another important factor
supporting the development of the Community market was to be a common trans-
port policy improving the movement of people and goods throughout the European
Union. Joint activities for the development of pan-European infrastructure were also
intended to reduce transport costs and minimise the burden on the natural environ-
ment (Weidenfeld, Wessles, 1999, p.237). Activities in the sphere of environment
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protection did not only address the issue of transport and its negative consequences
for the natural environment. The Maastricht Treaty introduced many restrictions and
standards to which the Member States had to adapt. The policy in this sphere was aimed
at improving the conditions of the natural environment and thus protecting human
health and life. In the period of constant economic and civilisation development this
was a very important issue that was a basis for sustainable development taking into
account the needs of future generations.

The signing of the Treaty on the European Union did not mean the end of the pro-
cess of European integration. It required the introduction of further solutions which
had to take into account the level of unity currently achieved and at the same time
set new goals and priorities. Therefore, on 2 October 1997, the Treaty of Amsterdam
was signed and entered into force on 1 June 1999. The most important changes it
introduced concerned: the inclusion of cooperation under the Schengen Agreement
in the EU policy, the transfer of activities in the sphere of justice and home affairs
from the third pillar to the first pillar (of the European Communities) and extension
of the scope of qualified majority voting in the European Parliament.

The next revision of the founding treaties took place on 26 February 2001, when
the Member States signed the Treaty of Nice which entered into force on 1 March
2003. It laid the foundation for the future enlargement of the European Union and
access of the countries of Central and Eastern Europe. The Lisbon Treaty was last but
not least. It was signed on 13 December 2007 and entered into force on 1 December
2009. The enlargement of the European Union required, inter alia, introduction of new
regulations concerning the determination of decision-making mechanisms. The Treaty
of Lisbon was aimed at strengthening European democracy and closer cooperation in
the sphere of border control as well as judicial and police forces cooperation. What
is worth noting is the so-called European citizens’ initiative which enabled the EU
communities to participate in its activities (Wec, 2011; Fiszer 2011; Fiszer, 2013,
pp- 149-168).

Under the Treaty of Lisbon, the European Parliament gained a lot of power in
the EU and it now decides on most Union’s law. Some of the competences acquired
were previously reserved only to the Council, e.g. agricultural, and visa and asylum
policies. In addition, there were also new issues such as personal data protection, energy
and intellectual property. The Parliament has influence on the appointment of commis-
sioners. And although it is too early to claim that the EU is becoming a parliamentary
democracy, membership in the European Parliament gives not only a lot of money but
also power (Marczak, 2009, s. 23).

As a matter of fact the European Parliament can and does create law today on
an equal footing with the EU Council and the European Commission. It has the power
to block the EU trade agreements (e.g. those that are in conflict with human rights)
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and influences the distribution of the EU money that is, for example, allocated for
the common agricultural policy. Speaking about the systematically growing powers
of the European Parliament it is necessary to remember that they are granted by
the Member States. They decide what the Parliament is allowed to do and how it can
exercise its powers. On the other hand the Parliament is not entitled to decide about
itself and to grant itself powers. This is what the EU Member States shall decide on
(Wojciechowski, 2008, pp. 56-58).

Moreover, the Treaty of Lisbon changed the rules of operation of some EU bodies.
First of all it recognised the European Council as an institution of the European Union
although it still lacks legislative powers. The decision-making process in the European
Council raised most doubts and it was eventually decided to take decisions by qualified
majority vote. A new institution was also created: the President of the European Council
appointed for a period of two and a half years. Their main tasks are to organise and
manage the work of the European Council, present reports to the European Parliament
and ensure the continuity of the European Council’s work. Unfortunately, in practice,
this sometimes leads to conflicts with the competences of the High Representative of
the Union for Foreign Affairs and Security Policy (Klejnowski, 2015, pp. 184-207).
It can be argued that the Treaty of Lisbon strengthened the role of not only the European
Parliament but also the position of the EU in the international arena. (Klejnowski,
2015, pp. 184-207; Fiszer, 2009, pp. 115-152).

Unfortunately all these solutions did not protect the EU against successive problems
and crises in particular the already mentioned 2008—2014 financial and economic crisis
and the 2015-2016 migration crisis which have not been efficiently solved to this day
and pose a threat to the integration ad security of Europe. The counter-crisis measures
undertaken did not aim to solve the main causes of the problems occurring. The EU
leaders excessively focused on secondary issues and on the defence of their own national
interests which was harmful to the climate of mutual trust and belief in the effectiveness
of European integration (Grosse, 2018, p. 275; Maull, 2011, pp. 11-25).

Despite these problems and the growing new threats to the security of Europe and
the world today which are determined by the Russian-Ukrainian war there is no better
prospect for the EU than far-reaching integration. Therefore, it is imperative to broaden
and deepen it in spite of or even against some European leaders’ short-sighted policies.
At the same time, in order to eliminate the growing nationalist sentiments the European
Union should actively support the Member States’ efforts aimed at preserving their
specificity and cultural identity and create its own armed forces necessary to ensure

the security of Europe (Wieliriski, 2024, p. 11).
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THE EUROPEAN UNION’S ACTIVITIES FOR THE SECURITY OF EUROPE

The EU does not have armed forces and its military missions outside its territory,
e.g. in the Balkans rely on the Member States’ troops and the support from NATO.
To begin with, it is necessary to establish a fast response brigade that would consist
of volunteers from the Member States and would be at the disposal of the head of
the EU diplomacy. This will require a thorough reconstruction of the current political
elites’ way of thinking about the EU and the awareness of the Europeans. It can be
assumed that the global situation and the attractiveness of the EU will be conducive to
this. The EU regardless of many problems it faces is still a serious force and has many
geopolitical advantages that strengthen its position and role in the international arena.

However, in order to become an important pillar in the international security
system the EU needs deep reforms for its strategic autonomy. Such an opportunity
was provided by the Treaty of Lisbon which modified the institutional structure of
the Common Foreign and Security Policy and at the same time its supplementary
parts the Common Security and Defence Policy. Thanks to that it is possible to create
new bodies and agencies within the framework of the EU security policy. It should be
emphasised here that the sphere of foreign policy was considered to be the competence
of the EU Member States during the decades of the European integration processes.
Moreover, with regard to institutional and decision-making issues in the context of
the necessary reforms of the CSDP it is also necessary to strive to ensure the par-
ticipation of institutions representing supranational interests in this process while
guaranteeing the influence of the Member States’ governments on this process. This is
necessary in order to fairly balance the interests of the Community with the different,
sometimes vital, interests of individual Member States. In practice, this is a dilemma
difficult to resolve especially as the EU does not yet have sufficient mechanisms to
coordinate the EU foreign policy with the regional and local levels in the Member
States (Kaminski, Gzik, 2022, p. 233; Piechowicz, 2022, pp. 37-38).

Due to the continuing decomposition of the security architecture in Europe and all
over the world the EU is taking new initiatives to strengthen the security of the Member
States, however many of them are long overdue. New investments and broader military
cooperation as well as maximising the effectiveness of all EU countries’ spending on
defence in the coming years are also necessary. This is a difficult and ambitious challenge
that must be supported by specific actions, programmes and funds.

In the last decade the EU Member States have started the implementation of
several programmes within the CSDP which are supported by special European
funds. Resolving dilemmas such as maintaining the level of investment and quality in
the sphere of security while national budgets are reduced is their main goal. In addition,
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while complementing and mutually reinforcing the importance of the EU Member
States in supporting international peace and security, in particular in the context of
the continuing war in Ukraine it is a major challenge to manage a common policy
which, on the one hand, is still in the development phase and on the other hand its
planned activities are not to duplicate the attempts already taken and investments and
activities being implemented. It is assumed that profitability of joint activities will be
maximised by expending military-political consultations on issues of common interest
to the EU institutions and the governments of the Member States. Quick and decisive
activities of the EU within the CSDP require limiting unanimity when taking decisions
necessary for Europe’s security, i.e. wider use of qualified majority vote (QMV) than
before and limiting the use of veto in the EU Council. Some areas of the EU foreign
policy already allow decisions to be taken by qualified majority vote. Contrary to
some opinions, a reform of the EU treaties is not required as existing provisions and
mechanisms can be used such as ,,constructive abstention” provided for in Article 31
par. 1, 2 and 3 TEU (Bielecki, 2023, p. A6).

The war with Ukraine unleashed by Putin which has and will have a significant
impact on the reform and evolution of the European Union’s CSDP could have been
avoided if only the West and especially the United States, Germany and France had
pursued not such a passive, even pro-Russian but a decisive and coordinated policy
stopping Putin from implementing his visions that are dangerous to peace which he has
been proclaiming since he took over as president of the Russian Federation. Moreover,
Ukraine should have been admitted to the EU and NATO a long time ago which would
have stopped Putin from aggression against this country (Bielawska, 2015; Kiwerska,
2022, pp.20-23). Meanwhile, the war between Russia and Ukraine has been fought
for almost three years and the West, in particular the United States and Germany still
do not want to admit Ukraine to NATO.

If Russia wins the war it will dictate peace condition and one of them will be
the lack of consent for Ukraine’s membership in the Euro-Atlantic system, and certainly
in NATO. Moreover, Russia’s aggression against Ukraine has resulted in far-reaching
changes in the balance of power in the international arena. It showed that despite
decades of international integration and globalisation the world is deeply divided.
It exposed the low effectiveness of the policy for the security of Europe and the world
pursued by many international organisations led by the UN, the EU and NATO which
requires deep reforms including creating an effective system for deterring potential
aggressors and an efficient decision-making process based on qualified majority voting
and limiting the exercise of the right to veto. These organisations should also have
the right to take preventive actions in order to preclude an outbreak of war between
states that are in conflict (Bielecki, 2023, p. A6).
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PROSPECTS FOR THE EUROPEAN UNION AND ITS
ROLE IN THE NEW INTERNATIONAL SYSTEM

The global order that we have seen over the past thirty years has been falling apart for
a long time now. The leading role of the United States/the EU duo in global govern-
ance is being contested today by a number of global players. And although the current
system has brought many benefits to the world it is also starting to become a burden for
the West itself and above all the ,world policeman”, i.e. the USA. The resurgent author-
itarian tendencies also show that globalisation which built great hopes at the beginning
of the 21st century did not contribute to the spread of liberal-democratic values around
the world (Halesiak, 2024, p. 11). On the contrary, it has led to serious internal tensions
in Western countries including those belonging to the European Union (Fiszer, 2022,
pp- 11-35; Fiszer, 2023, pp. 469-482; Fiszer, 2022, pp. 17-48).

The Russian-Ukrainian war consolidated the West and strengthened the Euro-
-Atlantic system what was confirmed by the NATO summit in Vilnius on 11-12 July
2023 (Czarnecki, 2023, pp. 12-13; Kapitonenko, 20230). It also led to the elimination
of Russia from international relations for many years and thus strengthened the lead-
ership of the United States in the world which is conducive to the improvement of
its relations with China and cooperation in building a new bipolar or multipolar
global order (Przychodniak, 2024, pp. 2-9; Pikula, pp. 12-13; Maciejasz, 2022, p. 12).
This hypothesis is confirmed by the visit of Chinese leader Xi Jinping in the United
States on 14—15 November 2023. It showed that both parties strive to improve their
mutual political and economic relations (Gadomski, 2024, p. 12). President Xi insisted
that the United States should not expand its trade war or technological competition.
He reassured Biden saying that China ,does not seek to overtake or unseat the USA”
and expects that the United States, for its part, ,,will not plot to suppress or contain
China” (Kruczkowska, 2023, p. 12).

The leaders agreed to restore the military dialogue interrupted in 2022 as well as
permanent contacts at the level of ministers of defence and the high commands of booth
countries. The talks also concerned the economy and China’s hopes for the inflow of
American capital as well as the climate crisis which forces the world powers to cooperate;
in addition, such controversial issues as human rights and Taiwan, the war between
Israel and Hamas and the war in Ukraine. The above implies that China came to
the conclusion that for now it has no chance of taking control over the world but this
does not mean that it has already given up this goal (Szomburg, 2024; Krauthammer,
2024).

Therefore, the EU today faces a number of challenges and tasks in order to be
an important player in the emerging new international order. It is currently losing
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the race in many important areas not only to the US but also to Asian countries (China
and Korea). In the socio-economic sphere there is a need to develop and implement
a strategy that will ensure the capacity for caring for the Union’s aging population espe-
cially in the field of healthcare services. In order to maintain the entire socio-economic
system and at the same time ensure a high quality of life level a leap in productivity is
needed so the EU must become a leader in automation and robotics (Grzymistawski,
2023, p. 2; Wowra, 2018, pp. 77-97; Halesiak, 2024).

Apart from that, the EU, unlike China, the United States and Russia, does not
have comparable strategic and offensive forces. Due to the continuing decomposition
of the global order and security architecture in Europe and all over the world the EU is
taking new initiatives to strengthen the security of its members but many of them are
long overdue. New investments and broader military cooperation are also necessary as
well as maximising the efficiency of all EU countries” spending on defence in the years
to come.

This is necessary in the context of upcoming presidential elections in the United
States in 2024 which may be won again by Donald Trump, a politician with populist
views and an isolationist attitude in the US foreign policy disregarding the European
Union and NATO. He questions Article 5 of the North Atlantic Treaty and says
that if he wins he will not comply with NATO’s collective defence clause and that
he will encourage Russia to do ,everything it wants” with NATO (Heilbrunn,
2024; Kazimierczuk, 2024). This may weaken the EU’s cooperation with NATO
and the United States. NATO may also collapse and Europe is not prepared for that
(Greven, 2023). Therefore, within the framework of the Common Security and Defence
Policy (CSDP) the EU should strive to have military capabilities and provide itself with
broadly understood ,hard security” which will allow it to strengthen its position in
the international arena and participate in building a multipolar global order together
with the United States and possibly China. This is the hope raised by the above-
-mentioned meeting of the leaders of both countries on 14-15 November 2023. After
his talks with Xi, President Biden posted on Twitter: ,I think it is paramount that
you and I understand each other clearly, leader to leader. There are global challenges
that call for our collective leadership. Today we have made some important progress”
(Kruczkowska, 2023, p. 12). Xi on the other hand stated that: , there are a thousand
reasons why we should not continue to deteriorate relations with the USA and none
why we should do so” (Grzymistawski, 2023, p. 2).

Time will tell whether we are dealing only with a cyclical improvement in Sino-
-American relations; a ceasefire in the war for world hegemony or the beginning of
a new stage in cooperation between China and the Unite States to build a bipolar or
multipolar international order in the world with the participation of the European
Union as well.
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CONCLUSIONS

There is no doubt that the creation of the European Union in 1993 was a clear turning
point not only in Europe’s integration processes but in its history in general and in the his-
tory of the European states and their nations. As I have already mentioned the EU became
an accelerator of the European integration in the period of 1993-2024 and together with
NATO is a guarantor of its security and plays an important role in international relations.
It actively participates in resolving international conflicts and building a new world
order which is difficult to imagine without the European Union. The EU together with
the United States and NATO can and should play an important role in the race to take
control of the world. Moreover, with Russia posing a threat to Europe today the European
Union must prepare for a potential war and ensure the security for its citizens.

All in all, I say that, as there was no alternative before now there is also no alter-
native to the EU thanks to which Europe has been relatively safe and rich for over
three decades. However, the EU should carry out a number of necessary social, polit-
ical and economic reforms and create its own armed forces at least the so-called fast
response brigade. In addition, it should continue the policy of enlargement and
integration which is necessary for the security of Europe and strengthening its posi-
tion in the world. It should also have a nuclear deterrent system against Russia in
the event the United States withdraw or limit its presence in Europe. To this end, it
should tighten cooperation with the United Kingdom, Turkey and China and increase
spending on defence.

In addition, complementing and mutually reinforcing the importance of the EU
Member States in supporting international peace and security especially in the context
of the continuing war in Ukraine a major challenge is the management of a common
policy which, on the one hand is still in the development phase and on the other hand its
planned activities should not duplicate the already undertaken efforts, investments and
activities being implemented. It is assumed that the profitability of joint activities will
be maximised by expanding military and political consultations on issues of common
interest to the EU institutions and the governments of the Member States. Fast and
decisive actions of the EU within the Common Security and Defence Policy requires
limiting unanimity when taking decisions necessary for Europe’s security, i.e. wider use
of qualified majority voting than before and limiting the right to veto in the EU Council.
Some areas of the EU foreign policy already allow for decisions to be made by qualified
majority vote. Contrary to some opinions, it is not necessary to change the EU treaties
as the existing provisions and mechanisms can be used such as ,,constructive abstention”
provided for in Article 31 par. 1, 2 and 3 TEU. New enlightened and responsible political

elites are also necessary to reform the EU and strengthen its role in international relations.
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THE EUROPEAN UNION’S ACTIVITIES FOR THE INTEGRATION AND
SECURITY OF EUROPE IN THE PERIOD 1993-2024 AND ITS FUTURE

Abstract

The article presents the European Union, especially its creation, evolution and signif-
icance for the integration and security of Europe in the period 1993-2024. In addi-
tion, it shows the EU’s prospects and its place in the emerging new international
order. The author states that today it is difficult to imagine not only our continent,
but the whole world without the EU. It is one of the main entities of contemporary
international relations and, together with NATO, co-creates the Euro-Atlantic security
system, which guarantees the maintenance of peace in Europe and in the world. It has
contributed to the development of universal cooperation between the countries of our
continent and has strengthened Europe’s position in the international arena.

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INTRODUCTION

The end of the Second World War in Europe saw the movement of millions of peo-
ple across state boundaries due to the treaties of Yalta and Potsdam and other inter-
-state agreements. Morawska has estimated that approximately 25 million people were
uprooted in the immediate post-war period (Morawska, 2000, p. 75). The region most
affected by this was Central and Eastern Europe. There Poles and Russians traded places
with Germans and population transfers occurred involving Ukrainians, Belarusians
and Poles and other national groups. The ethnic group most affected by these transfers
were Germans with estimated nine million leaving territories lost in the East to settle
in the post-war German state.

This article specifically discusses how nationalist and nationalising narratives assert
themselves in urban areas touched by mass displacement. It does so by illustrating how
states and individual settlers negotiate with departing ethnic groups and their material
culture encountered due to population transfers. To explore this the article focuses on
one city engulfed by post-war displacement and ethnic transformation, Poland’s Zielona
Goral, situated in territories which Poland gained from Germany as part of post-war
peace conferences. Here, within the space of a couple of years, the city’s overwhelmingly
German population was entirely replaced by Polish newcomers. This complete ethnic
transformation creates a fertile terrain for historians writing about nationalising narratives.
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This article adds to the growing body of literature concerning urban areas affected
by mass displacement. Cities are perfect arenas in which to examine the processes
of nation-building during and after population transfers. They allow us on a micro
level to view how territories are de-nationalised and re-nationalised, how nations
reclaim spaces and what kind of communities emerge as a result. Research has so far
focused on the national transformation of large urban centres in Central and Eastern
Europe. Much work has been done on the mutation of German Kénigsberg into
Soviet Kaliningrad at the Second World War’s end. This article will show, like that
of Berger (2010) and Misiunas (2004), the attempts by states to develop workable
identities in newly gained territories. In addition, akin to Sezneva (2002), it will
illustrate the role the state plays in such a processes. This effort is often implemented
by social elites, including local administrators, teachers, intellectuals, scholars and
journalists.

The Western Ukrainian city of Lviv has also drawn the attention of academics
dealing with displacement. This article, like that of Amar (2015) and Tscherkes
(2005), will illustrate the difficulties involved in developing connections with
displacement-scarred cities. In addition, it will show that states were often unable
to implement as quick a purging of the city’s departing nationalities as they had
initially hoped. This can also be seen in both Glassheim (2016) and Frommer’s
(2000) work on post-Second World War population transfers and ethnic cleansing
in Czechoslovakia’s Sudetenland.

Moreover, this article builds on the extensive Polish literature on the Polish state
in the new Polish West. In the immediate post-war years, a large amount of literature
was produced legitimating the decision to move Poland’s borders westwards. A classic
example of this is Wojciechowski’s (1945) Poland-Germany. 1en Centuries of Struggle.
These studies tend to neglect thorny issues, including the conditions of German expul-
sion and focus instead on German imperialism from Frederick the Great to the Nazis.
After the Polish thaw of 1956 studies on the Western territories became more nuanced
and often dealt with the mechanics of forging a new Polish state in the West. Good
examples of this include the work of Szarota (1969), Dulczewski and Kwilecki (1962),
Jaworski (1973) and Magierska (1978), while some studies even discussed the expulsion
of Germans (Skubiszewski, 1968). Local academics approached the same issues in
the Zielona Géra area (Dominiczak, 1975; Szczegéta, 1984). In addition, Polish settlers
related their experiences in various memoir competitions (Dulczewski and Kwilecki,
1963; Soliriska and Koniusz, 1961).

Since the fall of Communism Polish authors have focused on previously censored
aspects of Polish settlement in the new Polish West, including the mistreatment of
displaced Germans and Polish settlers. These works have explored the settlement uni-
verse in the West in detail thus providing promising new areas of enquiry (Ciesielski,
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1999; Jankowiak, 2005; Madajczyk, 1996). In addition, the post-Communist era has
seen an increasing body of work focusing on ‘ethnic re-ordering’ policies in the new
Polish West. These studies have illustrated the Polish state’s overarching aim of ethnic
homogeneity. They show that authorities often encountered a complex ethnic situation
which could not be resolved simply by state action (Fleming, 2007; Fleming, 2008;
Service, 2010; Ther and Siljak, 2001).

Several important works have analysed the ideological drive behind the transforma-
tion of Poland’s new territories. They discuss the thorough work of workers, state plan-
ners, journalists and historians in reshaping the Polish West (Kenney, 1997; Strauchold,
2003; Thum, 2005a; Curp, 2006). Thum’s work is especially valuable to this article
as it focuses on the transformation of German Breslau into Polish Wroctaw, including
the displacement of Germans, settlement of Poles and how the Polish post-war state
grappled with the remnants of a German presence in the city (Thum, 2005a). Curp’s
work is useful to this article as it underlines the revolutionary nationalist zeal that Poles
from the Polish-German borderland region of Greater Poland (Polish — Wielkopolska)
exhibited as they helped the Polish state to conquer the new Polish Western territories.
Curp argues that ethnic cleansing in the ‘Recovered Territories” helped to forge national
solidarity among Poles (Curp, 2006, p. 5).

This article will initially look at the effects of mass displacement on territories
touched by them. It will then move on to the Polish conquest of formerly German
territories and how the Polish state and individuals renationalised space there. It also
looks at the state’s attempt to characterise what was ‘good” and ‘bad’ national behaviour
in the new territories. Finally, it will show the political and individual reclaiming of
national space in the city of Zielona Goéra. It will conclude by answering what kind of
a space was created out of the ruins of mass displacement.

For primary sources, the article draws on Polish archives from the State Archives
in Zielona Géra (Archiwum Paristwowe w Zielonej Gorze, APZG), the Central Archives
of Modern Records in Warsaw (Archiwum Akt Nowych, AAN), the State Archives in
Poznat (Archiwum Paristwowe w Poznaniu, APP) and the Institute for Western Affairs
(Instytut Zachodni, 1Z). It also uses the newspaper Glos Wielkopolski, published memoir
collections and interviews with Zielona Géra settlers conducted as part of my doctoral
research. Most of the memoirs used were published as part of memoir writing com-
petitions organised by the Western Institute (Soliriska and Koniusz, 1961). As part of
my doctoral research, ten interviews were conducted in 2007 and 2008 with displaced
persons who were transferred from the now-Ukrainian town of Lutsk to Zielona
Gora (Lash, 2010). Both the memoirs and interviews offer a fascinating insight into
the course of settlement in Zielona Géra.?

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THE POLISH STATE AND THE NATION IN THE NEW TERRITORIES

At Yalta and Potsdam, Poland gained large parts of ex-German territories in compen-
sation for territories it had lost to the Soviet Union. In 1945 these territories were
populated by approximately five million German citizens. Poland’s pre-war political
elite had sought to gain German territories in the West in the post-war settlement but
were wary of incorporating territories with large numbers of ethnic Germans (Kulischer
1948, p. 285; Naimark, 2001, p. 123). However, once the Oder/Western Neisse line
had been accepted by the international community, Polish politicians from across the
political spectrum supported the displacement of these Germans to post-war Germany.
Germans left in several ways; they fled in the wake of the advance of the Red Army,
were forcibly displaced across the new Polish-German border by the Polish Army in
the summer of 1945 and left as part of ‘organised transfers’ from January 1946 onwards.
By 1950 the territory had been purged of its ethnic German population. As Germans
left Poles took their places. Millions of Poles came from all over the inter-war Polish
state to settle in the new territories. The main two groups were voluntary settlers from
Central Poland and Poles displaced from Poland’s lost Eastern territories. In the space
of five years, the territories thus had undergone a complete ethnic transformation
(Sienkiewicz and Hryciuk, 2008, pp. 168-199).

Despite this transformation, there were many complications in the immediate
post-war ethnic situation in the territories. Firstly, due to a severe lack of a labour force,
the Polish state realised it could not displace Germans as speedily as initially planned.
By the autumn of 1945, several things had become clear. First, there was a lack of Poles
to accomplish essential tasks, second, Germans possessed crucial knowledge regarding
the local economy and finally, they were cheap to employ. Germans thus worked in
a range of professions and were granted the protection of administrative authorities.
These German employees became so useful that the spring of 1946 even saw protests
at the resettlement of Germans to the West (Borodziej and Lemberg, 2001, pp. 36-51;
Ordytowski, 1991, pp. 47-50). Germans continued to be an important presence until
their eventual resettlement by the end of 1947. In addition, the Polish state had to
decide what to do with thousands of people in former Polish-German borderland
areas who had a ‘mixed’ national identity. Service has shown how many residents
of formerly German Western Upper Silesia had complicated national allegiances.
To decide who to resettle to Germany, Polish administrative authorities established
‘verification’ committees where residents could remain if they were verified as Polish.
This was not an easy process as residents often had an assortment of different nation-
ality traits linking them to both Polish and German nations. The decision to verify
the local population was influenced by the Polish state’s desire to portray the new
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Western territories as being naturally Polish, thus legitimating their annexation.
As a result, over 72% of Western Upper Silesia residents remained in Poland and over
one million pre-war German citizens were verified as Poles between 1945—7. These
‘autochthons’ often received harsh treatment at the hands of Polish settlers who saw
them as Germans and by the Polish state who attempted to, among other things, ban
the use of the German language in public spaces (Kulezycki, 2001; Service 2010;
Sienkiewicz and Hryciuk, 2008, p. 187).

To administratively ‘tame’ the new territories, the Polish state sent thousands of
civil servants, railway workers, policemen and journalists to the new Polish West. These
authorities took power from German temporary administrations and the Red Army.
These state officials were the first Poles to encounter the Germanness of the Western
territories, and they immediately imposed nationalising narratives. Zofia Gostomska-
Zarzycka, a librarian who made her way to Wroctaw as part of a government mission
soon after the city’s liberation, stated: “We (Poles) came here as masters for the first
time in hundreds of years. You didn’t have to be a historian to appreciate the moment’
(Thum, 2005a, p. 63).

Gostomska-Zarzycka’s position was just a small part of a nationalising narrative
devised by Polish state policymakers. Thum, Strauchold and Curp have shown how
Poland’s ruling Communists turned to Polish nationalist narratives to justify their
incorporation of the Western territories (Thum, 2005a; Strauchold, 2003; Curp,
20006). Polish Communists chose to utilise the ideas of Polish “Western thought’
(Polish — mysl zachodnia); a school of thought developed in the late 19t century
in response to the aggressive posturing of German nationalists. The ideologues of
Western thought (mostly historians and other academics) offered Polish Communists
a ready-made language with which to approach the new territories. According to
Western thought’s precepts, Poland’s new Western territories were ‘age-old Polish
territories.” These territories had belonged to the Polish Piast dynasty in medie-
val times and supposedly Germany’s drang nach osten had forcibly removed them
from Poland. Poland’s Western territories became, according to official propaganda,
‘the Recovered Territories’ (Polish — Ziemie Odzyskane) despite the fact they contained
very few ethnic Poles. Western thought allowed the Polish government, ably backed
by academic institutes, nationalist organisations, the press, administrators and indi-
vidual settlers, to attack German culture in all its forms in the new Polish West and
establish the basis for the Polish state. According to official policy, the territories were
to be aggressively ‘re-Polonised’ and returned to their rightful Slavic owners (Thum,

2005a, pp. 232-257).

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Curp has shown that the primary reason for Polish Communist use of Western
thought nationalism was the weakness of their standing within Polish society as
the Second World War came to an end. Resorting to ethnic cleansing against the hated
German occupiers represented an opportunity for Polish Communists to gain legiti-
macy in the eyes of Polish society. The use of this policy provided unity of purpose for
Poles settling the recovered territories. All parts of Polish society agreed that there should
be a Polish national revolution in the new Polish West. This position was supported
by the hierarchy of the Polish Catholic Church, all political parties (whether they were
Communist or not) and both settlers from Central Poland and those displaced from
Poland’s lost Eastern territories (Curp, 2006, pp. 6-12, 56-80).

The ideology of Western thought filtered through Polish encounters with
the Western territories. This is most evident in encounters with German material cul-
ture and people in the recovered territories. Cities were to be ‘re-Polonised’ in official
terminology, although in secret documents this term was often changed to ‘de-Germani-
sed.” Re-Polonisation/de-Germanisation occurred on a destructive and constructive
level. Authorities moved to remove German inscriptions on cemeteries, buildings, road
signs and other public spaces and destroyed statues of German political figures (Linek,
2001, p. 128; Thum 2005a, pp. 285-328). In addition, the local population of the ter-
ritories experienced a cold reception by Polish officials. Negative treatment included
the deportation of miners to the Soviet Union, the herding of Germans into detention
camps and the forcing of Germans to wear armbands indicating their nationality. After
a while, however, Germans were seen to be useful, so Polish authorities softened their
position towards them (Kulczycki, 2001, p. 213). In a constructive sense, the Polish
state emphasised the positive effects of Polonisation in the new West by acclaiming
the first Polish schools, cultural institutions and holidays. Often political authorities
were on hand to celebrate the occasion with residents.

Individual settlers also encountered and negotiated with the German material
culture and people of the recovered territories. Polish newcomers often saw left-behind
German property purely as an opportunity to enrich themselves. Teams of looters,
(Polish — szabrowniki) travelled westwards to trade in stolen ex-German property.
Despite these more aggressive appropriations of property, all Poles were forced out
of necessity to re-use German property and material goods. New settlers often had
a negative attitude towards Germans and autochthons who remained in the West. One
major cause of irritation was the widespread Polish settler appropriation of abandoned
autochthon properties. The return of former residents after the front had passed often
caused consternation and friction between the two groups (Kulezycki, 2001, p. 214;
Thum, 2005a, pp. 117-130; Zaremba).

The nationalist environment of the new territories forced the state to create new
definitions of Polishness. The patriotic duty of a good Pole or ‘Pioneer’ was to selflessly
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rebuild the devastated terrain of the Western territories. Pioneers were to assist the emer-
gence of the Polish state in the new West and to assist their fellow Poles (Thum, 2005a,
p- 281). The Poznan government-run newspaper Glos Wielkopolski in April 1947 dis-
cussed the requirements of a Pole in the new West:

In the recovered territories life simply forces the emergence of a pioneering
spirit as the conditions of life there are not only new but also often very diffi-
cult. Those that don't acquire the energy to act, might not be able to survive

(Glos Wielkopolski, 1947).

In contrast, images of bad Poles were concentrated on the szabrownik or looter. A pleth-
ora of newspaper articles portrayed szabrowniks as being selfish and not worthy of
a place within the national community. A Glos Wielkopolski article in January 1946 told
the story of a man who meets an old friend in the recovered territories. He is invited
with his wife to go to the friend’s flat who turns out to be a szabrownik, with access
to fine cigars, expensive whiskeys and other delicacies. After being asked to become
a looter himself, the man eventually marches out of the flat in disgust declaring: ‘Let
your New Year be damned, bloody szabrowniks!” (Tomsza, 1946). The Pioneer/sza-
brownik dichotomy found its way into many aspects of life in the recovered territories.
Everything from restaurants to amateur theatre groups were named Pioneer, whereas
szabrowniks were considered the enemy which the law-abiding citizen was to beware of.

THE POLISH STATE, CITY AND NATION IN ZIELONA GORA

The situation in Zielona Géra echoed that of the rest of the recovered territories but
in one crucial way it was different. Unlike most cities in the new Polish West, the city
survived the war relatively unscathed. Many Western cities suffered extensively because
of the war with Wroctaw and Szczecin suffering above 60% damage to its buildings.
In sharp contrast to this Zielona Géra experienced less than 5% damage. Therefore, by
the standards of the Polish West, it was a very attractive place to settle and the theme
of rebuilding, so present in other cities’ narratives, was not as pronounced. Finally,
the lack of autochthons in the city meant that re-Polonisation efforts did not occur to
the same extent as cities nearer the former Polish-German border.

Before the war, Zielona Géra had been the German Lower Silesian city of Griinberg,
the centre of a German Kreis or district. It had a population of just over 26,000 with
significant activity in industry and crafts. Griinberg’s pre-war population was over-
whelmingly ethnically German. In the Middle Ages, the city belonged to the Polish
crown but from 1506 onwards it was ruled by a combination of Czech, Austrian,
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Prussian and German political authorities. Polish administration returned to the city
in June 1945 after its liberation by the Red Army early in the same year. The official
handing over of power to Polish authorities saw the unfurling of the red and white
Polish flag over the city hall, speeches and a banquet to mark the occasion. The heavy
symbolic nationalist importance of this moment can be seen in the memoir of Maria
Wencel, one of the city’s first Polish administrators:

I will always remember the taking of power in the city as the day of my
‘National gratification.” I was proud when I realised that I had the honour
of ordering the first Polish flags for our city from the German tailor. It was
a great day for the small number of Poles in Zielona Géra when our flags flew
in the city, giving testimony to the fact that we were here, and we would stay
in these territories returned to the motherland (Wencel, 2008, p.318).

Displacement and settlement in the city followed a similar pattern to the rest of
the Polish West (see Table 1). Germans fled in the wake of the Red Army only to
return soon after. When Polish civil authorities took power in June 1945 there was
a working German administration and a developed network of shops and services
(Borodziej and Lemberg, 2001, p.29). Many Germans left in July 1945 as part of
expulsions by the Polish Army. Despite this, they made up a majority of the city’s
population until the middle of August 1945. After June 1945 Poles began to flow into
the city from Eastern and Central Poland and encountered Germans there. Indeed, as
the table shows until the spring of 1946 more than 10% of the city’s population was
still German. Organised transfers of Germans started at the end of 1946, but it took
until the end of 1947 before the great majority of Germans had left. Before departure
Polish authorities placed Germans into collection points where they waited for transport
to Germany, the conditions in these makeshift camps were often very poor (Borodziej
and Lemberg, 2001).

At first Polish authorities had a very negative attitude toward Zielona Géra’s
Germans. An official from the State Office of Repatriation in May 1945 asked for
the ‘liquidation’ of the German minority from the area. He also called for their property
to be expropriated, for them to be placed in work camps and for Germans to rebuild
any property they had destroyed.> However, this attitude changed as authorities realised

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Germans’ importance as cheap, skilled workers. As a result, authorities moderated
their language regarding Germans and moved to protect the community. At the end
of 1945 Zielona Géra’s highest ranking civilian official, Jan Klementowski declared at
a displacement commission that: “Working Germans shouldn’t be removed, because
they are needed’ (Zaradny, 2009, p. 92). In December of the same year, Klementowski
heavily condemned the actions of drunken militiamen who stole from Germans.
To Klementowski this kind of behaviour was: ‘incompatible with the ethics of a Polish
citizen’ and declared that militiamen who continued to do this would be thoroughly
punished.® Germans were however clearly not full citizens; this can be seen in legisla-
tion which prevented them from voting in local and national elections. Furthermore,
authorities often condemned demands by local employers to retain German employees
(Zaradny, 2009, p. 139; Borodziej and Lemberg, 2001, p. 167).

In contrast to cities further to the East, Zielona Géra possessed very few autoch-
thons. Proponents of the school of Western thought had hoped to find thousands of
Poles in the region, but this did not occur. A Glos Wielkopolski article from 20 January
1946 lamented this fact:

The Polish population which lived here at one time was diminished by
Brandenburg-Prussia and even in parts decimated during the double occu-
pation of these territories...we assume, apart from former border areas, that
the local population is genuinely German and will have to leave the territories

(Glos Wielkopolski, 1946b).

Due to the small number of autochthons in the area, verification did not start
until the summer of 1946. In total Zielona Géra authorities verified approximately
300 autochthons, merely 1% of the city’s population. The situation for the group in
the city was not promising. Administrative reports in 1946—7 suggest that Polish settlers
discriminated against autochthons whom they considered to be German. In addi-
tion, Polish settlers were annoyed when they lost properties to returning autochthons
(Zaradny, 2009, pp. 95-97; Borodziej and Lemberg, 2001, p. 165).” A report from
the city mayor’s office in December 1947 stated: “The immigrant population does not
understand the historical role of local people here and their importance at the current
time for Poland. This explains the mistrust between the two groups.” The mayor’s
office also noted that autochthons often could not afford to take Polish language classes
intended to help them assimilate.?

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Let us now move on to the state’s position regarding German material culture
in Zielona Géra. In terms of de-Germanisation Zielona Géra authorities initially
aimed to remove German inscriptions in public places as quickly as possible.
A meeting of the Polish Socialist Party in the city in August 1945 prompted the first
removal of German inscriptions. In February 1946 local authorities stated that
the initial stage of removal had been successful. Despite this by the end of 1947,
the mayor’s office reported that the removal of German markings still had a way
to go.” However, by the end of 1948 Zielona Géra had all but completed the task
of removal; a fact backed up by Polish settler Wiadystaw Korcz who arrived in
October of that year:

Its renewed connection with Poland seemed to me so natural, that I found it
hard to comprehend the recent emigration of Germans. Obviously, this was
due to the way the city looked, as the traces of German presence there had
been assiduously removed.*?

Often de-Germanisation and re-Polonisation went hand in hand in Zielona Géra,
the process was however quite complicated, a situation which becomes clear when
discussing the creation of a Polish museum in the city. Initially, the new director of
the city museum took control of exhibitions left by departing Germans. To begin with,
Polish state authorities pressured the museum to translate all German inscriptions
into Polish. As a result, the museum’s reopening in June 1946 saw entirely German
exhibitions with superimposed Polish inscriptions. As time passed authorities forced
the director to put on more ‘Polish’ displays to represent Polishness in the new terri-
tories. This caused numerous problems as the museum did not have enough Polish
cultural artefacts, forcing it to close in 1948. When the museum re-opened a year later it
included displays of Polish archaeology and nineteenth-century Polish paintings. As one
historian emphasised: “The new exhibitions were supposed to guarantee Polishness,
whereas actually, they were an artificial creation imposed on local German cultural
heritage’ (Ciosk, 2002, p. 606).

In contrast, constructive elements of re-Polonisation occurred in the city. Central
to this was the creation of new Polish cultural traditions tying the new inhabitants to
their new homes. These traditions were closely linked to the school of Western thought,
affirming Polish ‘return’ to its new West. Indeed, Zaradny has argued that culture played

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a central role in uniting Polish settlers who had travelled from a variety of different
geographical locations (Zaradny, 2009). Authorities were on hand to offer patriotic
addresses at the opening of every school, museum or cultural institution. No event was
spared nationalising narratives. In May 1946 parish priest Michalski consecrated a new
coal shaft in a ceremony with the participation of the city’s mayor and other guests.

Michalski’s address stated:

During the time of the German occupation, the occupiers attempted to oblite-
rate all traces of Polishness in these territories. But the Polish soul found shelter
underground in the hearts of Silesian miners. These men created a defensive
wall of Polishness which the enemy couldn’t break down (Glos Wielkopolski,
1946c¢).

Michalski’s willingness to speak at such an event underlines Curp’s argument about
the synergy of Communist and Church interests in the recovered territories in this
period before serious ideological tensions emerged (Curp, 2006, pp. 56-60).

The ‘good/bad’ Pole narrative was also heavily present in Zielona Géra.
Szabrowniks in the initial settlement period were a constant nuisance to local
authorities. In the summer of 1945, a plague of looters had attacked the city after
the Polish Army’s expulsion of Germans. The city administration reacted to this
threat by closing the main train station for extended periods, thereby preventing
szabrowniks from transporting stolen goods to Central Poland (Zaradny, 2009,
p- 50). In January 1946 local courts carried out the first prosecution of a szabrownik
in the city, Stanistaw Walczyniski, for trying to bribe an official. Walczyriski was fined
4,000 zlotys and sentenced to one year’s imprisonment (Glos Wielkopolski, 1946a).
A Glos Wielkopolski article in May 1946 laid out the dichotomy of good and bad
patriotic behaviour in Zielona Géra. According to the article, recent government
regulations had:

Stopped the outflow of undesirable elements which travelled to the recovered
territories not to undertake hard pioneer work but only by the desire to get rich
easily and quickly. Szabrowniks and speculators today make up a tiny minority
in the city. The rest of the population of Zielona Géra are valuable settlers
living mostly in very difficult conditions...without losing their zeal. They
have become true citizens of Zielona Gora, the fate of the city, its district and
the whole province is closer to their hearts than mere personal gain (Glos

Wielkopolski, 1946¢).
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POLISH SETTLERS, CITY AND NATION IN ZIELONA GORA

The actions of individual settlers in Zielona Géra in some ways followed state narratives
regarding the recovered territories and in others differed from them quite considerably.
Despite these fluctuations from the state-defined norm, almost all settler accounts
operate within a highly nationalist and nationalising framework. The language of
nationalism was rife in all fields of social interaction, and this left its mark on settler
narratives. Poles, when encountering the new territories, often took on government
language regarding the new Polish West with little criticism. A Polish railway employee,
Jézef Wawrzyniak, who moved to Zielona Géra in June 1945, explained his emotions
as he approached the Oder River which marked the new Polish-German border: ‘At
the sight of the river, emotion seized us and everyone pulled out little objects or coins
and threw them into the water, to document their connection to the ancient Oder
River and the Western territories’” (Wawrzyniak, 1961, p. 64).

Other settlers, almost as if bidden by the government, searched for traces of
Polishness in Zielona Goéra. The day after Kazimierz Malicki arrived in June 1945,
he found a German book about the city and, through looking at the supposedly
‘Germanised’ names of local villages, fields and hills, discovered the area’s ‘Slavic’ roots.
The book made Malicki feel sure that Poland had returned home (Malicki, 1961, p. 79).

These nationalising narratives also related to the German population of the city.
In the initial settlement period, Poles and Germans often worked in the same work-
places. This was however the cause of several conflicts between the two ethnic groups.
The presence of Germans in the workplace frequently caused insecurity among Poles.
Given the history of German treatment of Poles during the war, some believed it was
not right for Germans to give orders to Poles. Others worried that employers favoured
German workers over their Polish counterparts (Zaradny, 2009, pp. 92-93). In addition
to working relations, Poles encountered Germans on the streets of Zielona Géra and
bought food in their shops. Some Poles felt anger towards Germans and sought revenge
for what happened during the war. Piotr Klucinski on arriving in the city noted two
German women lowering their heads to him. For Ktucinski this meant:

Now the boot is on the other foot. In the past, we Poles had to kowtow to
the occupiers. Now they must do the same to us. But we aren’t the occupiers.
We have returned to our territories, which were stolen from us in the past’

(Ktucinski, 1971, p. 139).

For Malicki Germans were the ‘other’, who did not look Poles in the eyes as if ashamed
of their wartime activities (Malicki, 1961, p.78).
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Most of my interviewees had little or no contact with Germans in Zielona Géra.
Many of them stated that Germans had already been displaced by the time they arrived
in the city. Several stated that Germans could have been present but that they had not
taken an interest in them. Several others worked alongside Germans in the city but
said they had little contact with them. Interestingly one of my interviewees, Dionizy
Malinowski, was looked after by a German woman who for a short period became
his surrogate mother.!! Autochthons in contrast were not mentioned in detail by my
interviewees, probably due to the small number in the city. One interviewee Malgorzata
Liszka remembered very fondly the autochthon family that lived next door. Liszka
recalled how these neighbours had paid her family with a breadbin when they lacked
a monetary equivalent. The Liszka family continued to use the breadbin while living
in the city.'? Other interviewees stated that autochthons worked hard and were good
Polish citizens.

Settlers had far more experiences regarding ex-German property in Zielona Géra.
The remains of German material culture were present everywhere, making it impossible
to avoid some sort of interaction. By far the most common encounters with Germanness
came with settlers’ appropriation of German housing. After arriving in the city settlers
traversed the streets to find property which had been abandoned by their former
German owners. This was sometimes a traumatic experience for new arrivals. One
of my interviewees stated how she had found German possessions still standing on
tables. She recalled how these were very affecting sights and had not enjoyed walking
through other people’s homes.'? One woman in the nearby city of Gorzéw explained
how looking into people’s homes was as if she was reading from a book of their lives.
She saw photographs, children’s toys, Nazi propaganda. These sights convinced her
to choose an empty house ‘where there wouldn’t be obtrusive traces of a still warm
human presence.’!* This then the unpleasant, personal side of the nationalising process
in the new Polish West.

A case can be made for a ‘culture’ of ethnic cleansing in Zielona Géra in the imme-
diate post-war years. This was due to the dictates of the state, individual anger over
German actions during the war, and the fact German items were often considered
redundant. This is most clear regarding settler attitudes towards German inscriptions
in the city. Zofia Glinojecka told the story of her arrival in Zielona Géra in July 1945
after being released from a concentration camp: ‘My first stop was to the State Office
of Repatriation. I approached the building and saw a German inscription on the wall.

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I took a stone, and I scratched it out’ (Glinojecka, 1965, p. 60). Piotr Ktuciniski even
organised a theatrical show in the autumn of 1945 for local authorities regarding
the failings of re-Polonisation in the city. Ktuciniski wrote a poem for the occasion:

We have painters here who paint with their brushes in silence,
Why don't they delete German inscriptions?

Maybe they don’t have enough paint, or brushes, damn,
Maybe they’re still waiting for Hitler?

According to Ktuciniski, the next day the city apparently ‘looked like a parrot’ as
locals painted over German inscriptions (Ktuciriski, 1985, p.39). In addition, Poles
sometimes destroyed German items they found, including Jézef Rusiniski who threw
German books discovered on his property onto a bonfire.!?

The good/bad Pole dichotomy was very noticeable in settler accounts in Zielona
Goéra. Many Poles took on the narrative defined by government propaganda, but
exceptions were also common. Piotr Ktuciniski, when stating that Poles had behaved
appropriately towards displaced Germans, referred to the pioneer myth to get his read-
ers’ trust: “We pioneers of Zielona Goéra, bearing witness to those times have the right
to talk about the way it was’ (Ktucinski, 1988, p. 17). Mieczystaw Turski, an employer
of the local council discussed the good work of settlers in the city: ‘Settlers got down
to work. Local mottos instinctively spread for example: ‘Let’s get to it!". People set up
facilities whose functioning was essential for the daily life of the city: the power station,
city council, Polish Red Cross.” The bad Pole narrative was however never far away.
Turski discusses how the city council sought to open a theatre but szabrowniks broke
in to steal items to sell on the black market. The city councillor thus decided to keep
watch outside the theatre to prevent szabrowniks from breaking in. He vowed, ‘I won't
let szabrowniks, dogcatchers and gadabouts into the theatre, I'll chase them out of here’
(Turski, 1965, pp. 68-69).

Many settlers however did not see the appropriation of ex-German resources as
problematic. Indeed, alongside szabrowniks, most settlers made use of German prop-
erty out of necessity. The luckiest settlers found food and appliances in the houses
they moved into. These were luxuries in the poverty of post-war Poland (Lash, 2010).
One of my interviewees vividly recalled how his family moved into a property as they
found toys inside. He also stated that the house possessed large supplies of food which
they eagerly consumed.'® Others scoured the local area for items that could be reused
or would bring wealth. One of my interviewees remembered how she had combed

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abandoned German allotments searching for food and other items of value.!” Malicki
described a related phenomenon of the early settlement period:

At that time there was the outbreak of a true searching epidemic in our city.
This was probably due to a couple of lucky people who managed to find buried
jars of gold coins and jewellery. This encouraged many to rake the earth in

gardens, courtyards and cellars, tap walls and look inside various staircases and
alcoves (Malicki, 1961, p. 84).

These actions tend to suggest that there were not only ‘good’ pioneer and bad ‘sza-
brownik’ Poles, but that people rather operated between the two extremes.

AFTERMATH

Once the dust had settled in the new Polish West, its Germans expelled, its mate-
rial culture removed or re-appropriated, its autochthons verified and its cities settled
with ethnic Poles, Polish Communists had the chance to fully impose their Western
thought-inspired nationalist narratives. One of the principal ways of doing so was
through the Ziemie Staropolskie (English — Ancient Polish Territories) series which
looked at different regions of the new Polish West. These books had short texts, por-
trayed simple arguments and possessed lots of photographs and drawings. They were
ideal tools for telling the story of the Western territories. The section on Zielona Géra
in Ziemie Staropolskie follows this pattern, creating a bite-size narrative easily digestible
by residents. The description of the city focuses exclusively on its physical layout and
the beauty of the surrounding district. The only mention of its German inhabitants
was in stating that they had fled in the wake of the Red Army’s advance. As for Zielona
Gora’s history, Ziemie saw its golden age as the Middle Ages, while it was part of Poland,
and any of the city’s achievements thereafter are not mentioned. Here was a vision
of the city purged of all controversy, nuance and pain (Szczaniecki and Zajchowska,
1950, pp. 238-250).

Despite post-1956 moves to accept a more nuanced vision of the new Polish
West, including reference to post-Yalta territories as the Northern and Western
(and not the Recovered) Territories, many Communist-era myths continued until
1989. Since the fall of Communism in Poland, there have been attempts to cele-
brate the multicultural history of the Polish West. This is most clearly the case in
the ‘capital’ of the territories, Wroctaw, where considerable effort has been made to

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discuss the achievements of the city’s former German inhabitants. At the same time,
Thum has argued that the city has not faced up to the ethnic cleansing which was at
the centre of its post-war transformation. The Western thought myth of the return to
the motherland still has resonance in the city (Thum, 2005b). In Zielona Géra moves
have also been made to discuss the city’s former German past, with regular historical
articles in local newspapers. At the same time, the nationalist myths of 1945-8 still
resonate in the city. One example of this are the activities of the Society of Zielona
Goéra Pioneers. In 2009 the society published a collection of memoirs about the early
years of the city, in which many of the old narratives were still being told (Fokszan
and Stankiewicz, 2008).

CONCLUSIONS

This article has shown the dual actions of political elites and individuals in re-making
national space in Poland’s ‘Recovered Territories’ and more specifically in the city of
Zielona Géra. Polish political elites moved to de-Germanise and re-Polonise the for-
merly German city of Griinberg. They did so armed with the system of Polish “Western
thought’, co-opted from Polish pre-war nationalists. This provided a powerful narrative
with which to encounter Germanness in the city. Thus armed, the Polish state took on
both German people and material culture in Zielona Géra.

Official state policy involved the removal of Germans living in the city as quickly as
possible to provide space for Polish settlers. Initially the state, with the help of the Polish
armed forces expelled thousands of Germans in the summer of 1945. This policy was
found to have severe drawbacks as it increased criminality in the city due to marauding
szabrowniks and removed crucial manpower in Zielona Géra. The state quickly realised
that Germans could both carry out menial jobs which Poles would not do and possessed
important expertise allowing the restoration of economic life in the city. The result of
this was a paradoxical situation where the Polish state was protecting a group that it
aimed to ethnically cleanse. Germans were thus a noticeable presence in the city until
the end of 1947 when they were displaced to Germany. By 1950 the city had been
completely re-Polonised as Germans left and Poles arrived.

Polish state narratives also concerned groups of mixed nationality. Autochthons
were seen by authorities to be true Poles remaining after centuries of German oppres-
sion. The state however found only a negligible number of autochthons in Zielona Géra
and many new settlers simply saw the group as Germans. The state was thus forced to
move to protect these locals. The state also attempted to construct a vision of the good
and bad Pole in the recovered territories. Good Poles were to rebuild cities and take
part in the local community, whereas bad Poles carried out looting and were excluded
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from the national community. The state thus aimed to show that Zielona Géra was
an upstanding city where there was no place for bad Poles.

On the level of German material culture, inscriptions in the city were removed
and new Polish cultural institutions replaced their formerly German counterparts.
This process was not as rapid as the Polish state would have liked. State institutions
made regular pleas to create a Polish public space, but it took a full three years for this
project to be accomplished. In addition, newly created Polish institutions in the city
owed a lot to their German predecessors, since there was a distinct lack of indigenous
Polish cultural materials available. The Polish state attempted to fill public space with
examples of Polishness. Official openings of institutions were full of nationalising
narratives as the state demonstrated that Zielona Géra had returned to the motherland.

In terms of individual settlers, Poles and Germans coexisted in the initial pioneer
period. Poles frequented German shops and often worked side by side with Germans.
Individual settlers in general took on state narratives when encountering Germans in
Zielona Géra. Poles frequently treated Germans in the workplace with suspicion and
many took pleasure in seeing Germans reduced in stature. Despite this, there were
incidents where intimacy replaced suspicion in relationships with the German ‘other.’
Poles, Germans and autochthons sometimes coexisted remarkably well.

The most common encounters of Poles with Germanness were with the material
remnants of German culture. Poles often experienced shock when encountering items
left by Germans in Zielona Géra. It was as if these encounters made Poles realise
the true weight of their state’s actions in the recovered territories. In contrast, many
Poles happily went along with the nationalist propaganda of the state. This is evident
in the ‘culture of ethnic cleansing’ which saw Poles create poems about the removal of
German inscriptions and search for abandoned German treasures. Often the propa-
ganda dichotomy of good and bad Pole meant little sense to Poles desperate to survive
in difficult post-war conditions. Almost everyone took part in some form of material
appropriation in the new Polish West, with Poles mostly ignoring the dictates of
the state.

The article thus offers much to historians of ethnic cleansing, nationalism and
displacement. Firstly, it illustrates the extreme lengths that states employed to ethnically
cleanse societies and the accompanying creation of new forms of national life in the
aftermath of these events. The Polish state’s attempt to do so in Zielona Géra had a clear
plan, Germans were to be displaced, autochthons to remain and new Polish institutions
were to arise. On top of this, there was to be a purging of a German public space
and its replacement with a Polish one. This article shows that in the post-war Polish
West ethnic cleansing was not a simple task as these plans faced numerous obstacles,
Germans were an essential labour force, autochthons suffered difficulties, it took time
to remove traces of Germanness from the cityscape and there was a distinct lack of local
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Polish cultural materials to create a new Polish Zielona Géra. In addition, many Poles
ignored the propaganda dictates of the Polish state, appropriating space according to
their whims and the needs of the moment.

Despite these caveats, the article shows the power of nationalist narratives during
periods of ethnic cleansing and displacement. This can be seen in individuals’ embrace
of state propaganda and their creation of a ‘culture’ of ethnic cleansing. In addition, like
Thum, Curp and Sezneva the article illustrates the long-term effects of nationalist myths
initiated in the aftermath of war. In Zielona Goéra the state, once it had ethnically cleansed
the area, could impose its nationalist narratives without obstructions. In the post-war
era, authoritarian Eastern European states had the power to rewrite history and prevent
discussion of the more unsavoury aspects of ethnic cleansing. In the case of Zielona
Gora, this can be seen in the continued popularity of myths established in the immediate
post-war period throughout the Communist era in Poland and even after its fall in 1989.
Organisations in post-1989 Zielona Géra continued to see themselves as pioneers with
only negligible reference to the ethnic cleansing of 1945-1950. This case study therefore
underlines the long-lasting impact of nationalist and nationalising narratives.
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CiTYy AND NATION DURING MASS DISPLACEMENT. POLAND’S
‘RECOVERED TERRITORIES’ 1945-1948: THE CASE OF ZIELONA GORA

Abstract

The immediate aftermath of the Second World War in Europe was marked by the dis-
placement of millions of national groups in Central and Eastern Europe across newly
erected borders. These population movements altered the physical environment and
ethnic composition of the region. This article looks at one of these transfers in Poland’s
»Recovered Territories” gained from Germany through post-war peace conferences,
and its effect on the region’s cities. The article’s specific focus is how displacement
affected the medium-sized Lower Silesian town of Zielona Géra. The article looks at
how the Polish state and individual settlers in Zielona Géra claimed urban spaces as
their own whilst simultaneously eradicating signs of their former German inhabitants.
Using newly opened archives and drawing on interviews conducted with displaced
Poles it shows the development of nationalist and nationalising narratives in the city
and the problems the state had in implementing its visions there.

MIASTO | NAROD W OKRESIE MASOWYCH WYSIEDLEN. POLSKIE
ZIEMIE ODZYSKANE 1945-1948: PRZYPADEK ZIELONEJ GORY

Streszczenie

Bezposrednie nastgpstwa drugiej wojny $wiatowej w Europie naznaczone byty
wysiedleniem milionéw grup narodowych w Europie Srodkowo-Wschodniej przez
utworzone na nowo granice. Te ruchy ludnosci zmienily otoczenie fizyczne i sktad
etniczny regionu. W artykule oméwiono jedno z takich przesiedleri na polskich
Ziemiach Odzyskanych, uzyskanych od Niemiec w ramach powojennych konfe-
rencji pokojowych, i jego wplyw na miasta regionu. W opracowaniu skupiono si¢
przede wszystkim na wplywie przesiedlen na $redniej wielkosci dolnoslaskie miasto
Zielona Géra. Przedstawiono, jak paristwo polskie i poszczegdlni osadnicy w Zielonej
Gorze przywlaszezyli sobie przestrzenie miejskie, jednoczesnie usuwajac $lady daw-
nych niemieckich mieszkaricéw. Wykorzystujac nowo otwarte archiwa i opierajac sig
na wywiadach przeprowadzonych z wysiedlonymi Polakami, ukazano rozwdj narragji
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nacjonalistycznych i nacjonalizujacych w mieécie oraz problemy, jakie mialo padistwo
z realizacja w nim swoich wizji.

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WPROWADZENIE

Zagadnienia energetyczne, w tym zapewnienia bezpieczeristwa energetycznego, stano-
wig jeden z wazniejszych obszaréw aktywnosci paristwa w stosunkach migdzynarodo-
wych. Od wielu lat jest to istotny punkt trwajacej w Polsce debaty politycznej na temat
bezpieczeristwa w ogéle, ktérej elementem sa m.in. kwestie wspdtpracy z eksporte-
rami surowcéw energetycznych (gléwnie Federacji Rosyjskiej i Stanéw Zjednoczonych
Ameryki), czy tez potrzeby rozbudowy infrastruktury importowej. Od wielu lat byty
w Polsce podejmowane liczne dziatania i projekty, ktérych celem byta zmiana struktury
dostaw m.in. gazu ziemnego oraz ropy naftowej do Polski, a wigc zmniejszenia zalez-
nosci energetycznej od Federacji Rosyjskiej. W sposob szczegdlny tego typu kwestie
byly istotne w momencie wybuchu pelnowymiarowej wojny na Ukrainie w 2022 r.

Wystapienia kandydatéw na urzad Prezesa Rady Ministréw na forum parlamentu
stanowia pierwszy i newralgiczny element podejmowanych w kolejnych miesiacach
i latach dziatari przez poszczegélne gabinety rzadowe. W tym tez kontekscie tego typu
tematyka stanowi wazny punkt startowy aktywnosci regulacyjnej i dyplomatycznej
podejmowanych przez ukonstytuowany gabinet rzadowy. To w jaki sposéb kandydaci
na jedne z najwazniejszych stanowisk politycznych w Polsce (obok Prezydenta RP)
definiujg zagrozenia oraz okreslajg narzedzia ich przeciwdzialania, stanowia niezwykle
istotny element debaty politycznej w Polsce.

Celem poznawczym artykutu byta krytyczna analiza wypowiedzi kandydatéw
na stanowisko Prezesa Rady Ministréw w latach 2005-2023 pod katem wymiaru

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energetycznego w ramach trwajacej debaty parlamentarnej. Struktura artykutu ma
charakter problemowy, a wyglaszane przez poszczegdlnych kandydatéw zagadnienia
pogrupowano w dwa rozdziaty. W pracy kluczowa byla odpowiedZ na dwa pytania
badawcze: 1) Jak politycy Prawa i Sprawiedliwosci oraz Platformy Obywatelskiej oce-
niali poziom bezpieczeristwa energetycznego Polski i nakreslali wizjg zapewnienia tego
bezpieczenistwa?; 2) Jakie projekty byly prezentowane i podnoszone przez kandydatéw
na urzad Prezesa Rady Ministrow przez przedstawicieli tych dwéch ugrupowan, ktore
zdominowaty scen¢ polityczna w Polsce w ostatnich latach? Podstawe artykutu stanowi
analiza zrédel, poniewaz z uwagi na brak opracowari w zakresie badanego tematu
zostaly przeanalizowane wylacznie wypowiedzi przedstawicieli Prawa i Sprawiedliwosci
oraz Platformy Obywatelskiej w ramach przeprowadzanych exposé, przy czym wylacz-
nie w kontekscie wymiaru energetycznego. Tego typu tematyka jest istotna w zakresie
badan nad mysla polityczna® polskich partii politycznych, takze w wymiarze energe-
tycznym?. W artykule zastosowano analize $wiadectw oraz $ladéw mysli politycznej,
ktére zostaly wykorzystane w momencie analizy sposobu postrzegania rzeczywistosci
politycznej, a wiec opisu probleméw i diagnozy rozwiazan stuzacych wzmocnieniu
bezpieczenistwa energetycznego Polski. Przedmiot badan jest okreslony pod wzgledem
czasowym, a cezur¢ poczatkows stanowi 2005 r., kiedy to exposé wygtosit Kazimierz
Marcinkiewicz, a wigc kandydat ugrupowania Prawo i Sprawiedliwo$¢ na urzad Prezesa
Rady Ministréw, natomiast cezura koicowa dotyczy 2023 ., czyli wygloszonego przez
Donalda Tuska exposé w wyniku sformutowania rzadu wigkszosciowego Koalicji
Obywatelskiej, Trzeciej Drogi oraz Nowej Lewicy.

ZAGADNIENIA ENERGETYCZNE W WYSTAPIENIACH
KANDYDATOW PRAWA | SPRAWIEDLIWOSCI

Tematyka energetyczna byla waznym punktem exposé politykéw Prawa
i Sprawiedliwosci, ktérzy szesciokrotnie wystgpowali w trakcie obrad Sejmu RP i pre-
zentowali zatozenia polityki wewngtrznej oraz zagranicznej w ramach procesu uzyskiwa-
nia wotum zaufania. Podnoszone wéwczas zagadnienia byly istotne z punktu widzenia
bezpieczenistwa energetycznego paristwa. Tego typu sugerowane kierunkowe dziatania
mialy nast¢pnie swoje realne przetozenie na konkretne decyzje polityczne. W tym

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kontekscie mozna wyodrebni¢ kilka obszaréw aktywnosci politycznej w wymiarze
energetycznym, ktére byly przedmiotem specjalnego traktowania przez politykéw PiS.

W ocenie Prawa i Sprawiedliwosci bezpieczeristwo energetyczne bylo niezwykle wazna
kategorig wplywajaca na poziom bezpieczeristwa paristwa w ogdle. Uwazano, ze tematyka
energetyczna decydowata o kierunkach rozwoju paristwa. W tym kontekscie kandydaci
na urzad Prezesa Rady Ministréw podnosili liczne zagadnienia o charakterze energetycz-
nym zaréwno w zakresie aktywnosci paristwa w sferze wewngetrznej, jak i zewngtrzne;.
W sferze polityki krajowej w latach 2005-2007, a nastgpnie w latach 2015-2023 pod-
noszono trzy watki, ktére miaty decydowac o ksztalcie systemu energetycznego.

Primo, podkreslano watek budowy silnych podmiotéw w sektorze elektroenerge-
tycznym, co bylo zwiazane z potrzeba reformy tej dziedziny gospodarki i zwigkszenia
konkurencyjnosci polskich przedsi¢biorstw. Kazimierz Marcinkiewicz podkreslat, ze
rzad pod jego nadzorem wdrozy program, ktory bedzie stuzy¢ ,,wykreowaniu silnych
podmiotéw zdolnych do migdzynarodowej konkurencji”®. Efektem tych dziatari byta
budowa czterech niezaleznych przedsi¢biorstw dzialajacych na krajowym rynku elek-
troenergetycznym (PGE, Energa, Enea, Tauron).

Secundo, podnoszono zasadno$¢ rozwoju i wspierania nowoczesnych technologii
stuzacych procesowi transformacji energetycznej, a wigc odnawialnych Zrédet ener-
gii, w tym wykorzystania biopaliw*. W szczegélnosci tego typu tematyka byta podno-
szona w 2023 r. Dla PiS zagadnienia rozwoju energetyki prosumenckiej, fotowoltaiki,
program budowy farm na morzu, czy elektromobilno$¢ stanowily wazny element roz-
woju gospodarczego paristwa’. W ramach procesu transformacji energetycznej i prze-
orientowania systemu energetycznego wskazywano na budowe w Polsce elektrowni
jadrowej. Pierwotnie watek ten zostal podniesiony przez Jarostawa Kaczynskiego,
prezesa Rady Ministrow w exposé w 2006 r. ¢. W latach 2015-2023 kontynuowany
byt temat stworzenia sitowni jadrowej. Jak podkreslat w 2023 r. Mateusz Morawiecki,

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budowa elektrowni jadrowej w Polsce byla ,projektem o wymiarze cywilizacyjnym™”.
Tego typu projeket byt elementem zwigkszenia niezaleznosci politycznej, a takze zwigk-
szenia konkurencyjnosci gospodarki Polski.

Tertio, poruszano kwestig restrukturyzacji przemystu weglowego, ktéry miat stano-
wi¢ wazne ogniwo gospodarki Polski. Jak podkreslata Beata Szydto: ,bezpieczeristwo
energetyczne to zachowanie polskiego wegla jako Zrédta energii”®. Tego typu proble-
matyka wynikata ze znaczenia wegla kamiennego w polskiej elektroenergetyce, a takze
trudnej sytuacji tego sektora gospodarki pafistwa. W konsekwencji opowiadano si¢ za
optymalizacja dziatania kopaln, a takze restrukturyzacja przedsi¢biorstw.

Obok tematyki krajowej niezwykle istotne w wystapieniach kandydatéw PiS na
urzad Prezesa Rady Ministréw byly watki zagraniczne. W zaleznosci od zmieniajacej sig
sytuacji geopolitycznej dotyczyly one trzech zagadnieri. Po pierwsze, opowiedziano si¢
za rozbudowa infrastruktury przesytowej, w tym brano pod uwagg mozliwos¢ powsta-
nia rurociagu Brody-Plock, taczacego ukrainski oraz polski system przesytowy do
transportu ropy naftowej. Tego typu projekt mégt w teorii przyczyni¢ si¢ do zapewnie-
nia bardziej zréznicowanej struktury dostaw surowca do krajowych rafinerii z regionu
Morza Kaspijskiego (gtéwnie Azerbejdzan oraz Kazachstan). Po drugie, akcento-
wano zasadno$¢ budowy potaczenia gazowego z Norwegia. Juz w 2005 r. Kazimierz
Marcinkiewicz podkreslat, ze o zasadnosci powstania konkretnych projektéw nie
powinny decydowa¢ jedynie kwestie finansowe, gdyz bezpieczeistwo energetyczne
bylo wartoscig nadrzedna. Marcinkiewicz uwazat, ze gaz ziemny z Norwegii mégt
»zapewni¢ Polsce bezpieczeristwo energetyczne, zeby poméc w przetamaniu uzaleznie-
nia od jednego dostawcy”®. Kwestia drugorzedna byla cena tego surowca, ktéra final-
nie mogta si¢ okaza¢ bardziej konkurencyjna od dostaw z dotychczas dominujacego
kierunku, a wigc z Federacji Rosyjskiej. Tym samym PiS w 2005 r. brato pod uwage
powrdt do realizacji projektu Baltic Pipe, ktdry zostat zastopowany przez rzad Leszka
Millera w 2001 r. Po trzecie, pozytywnie odnoszono si¢ do dywersyfikacji Zrédet oraz
kierunkéw dostaw gazu ziemnego, takze poprzez budowe w Polsce terminala regazyfi-

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kacyjnego. Tego typu zadanie dla rzadu przedstawit juz w 2006 r. J. Kaczynski, ke6ry
podkreslal, ze dywersyfikacja Zrdet oraz kierunkéw importu gazu ziemnego byta dla
Polski niezwykle wazna. W ocenie tego polityka byta to ,dla polskiej suwerenno-
$ci dzi§ sprawa zupelnie zasadnicza i musi by¢ zatatwiona'®. Natomiast w 2015 r.
rozwazano budowe drugiego terminala regazyfikacyjnego typu FSRU w Gdarisku
w kontekscie zwigkszania konkurencyjnosci dostarczanego surowca do Polski oraz
zmniejszenia zaleznosci od Federacji Rosyjskiej!!. Ostatecznie tego typu projektowi
nadano bieg dopiero w 2022 r., a wigc w momencie wybuchu petnoskalowej wojny
na Ukrainie. Drugi terminal LNG mial wéwczas doprowadzi¢ do zwigkszenia nieza-
leznosci energetycznej Polski, a nawet przyczyni¢ si¢ do reeksportu surowca do paristw
Europy Srodkowej'?. Dla PiS budowa terminala w Swinoujsciu byta ,warunkiem
naszej [Polski — M.P.] suwerennosci”, gdyz jak podkreslat Mateusz Morawiecki: ,,po
raz pierwszy jest szansa, ze po 2022 roku nie bedziemy uzaleznieni od Rosji w kwestii
zakupu gazu i dyktatu cenowego”!3. Co wazne, zaréwno poprzez budowe terminala
LNG w Swinoujéciu, jak i gazociagu Baltic Pipe, docelowo Polska mogta sta¢ sig
centrum handlu gazem ziemnym w Europie Srodkowej'#. Jak wskazywat Morawiecki:
~rozbudowujemy infrastrukturg gazowa, co pozwoli uczyni¢ z naszego paristwa bijace
serce regionu. Checemy utworzy¢ tutaj hub gazowy, ktéry bedzie zaopatrywat naszych

sasiad6w” 1>,
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Dla PiS kwestie energetyczne miaty charakter ponadnarodowy, a jednoczesnie naro-
dowy. W tym pierwszym kontekscie uwazano, ze byly to zagadnienia istotne z punktu
widzenia cztonkostwa Polski w Unii Europejskiej. Dlatego tez podkreslano, ze waznym
elementem prowadzonej polityki powinna by¢ potrzeba zapewniania solidarnosci energe-
tycznej. Uwazano wigc, ze istotnym elementem byla wspdlna polityka energetyczna UE!S.
Permanentnym punktem tego typu rozwazan byta ch¢é przeciwdziatania zagrozeniom
wynikajacym z uniezaleznienia energetycznego od dostaw surowcéw energetycznych
przede wszystkim panistw Europy Srodkowej. W tym drugim zakresie za bezpieczesi-
stwo energetyczne odpowiadaly paristwa narodowe i dlatego tez w ocenie PiS nalezato
podejmowa¢ samodzielne dziatania na rzecz realizacji konkretnych projektow stuzacych
wzmocnieniu bezpieczeristwa pafistwa. Jak podkreslat Marcinkiewicz: ,,bedziemy sta-
nowczo broni¢ polskiego bezpieczeristwa energetycznego™”. Tego typu punkt widzenia
towarzyszyl ugrupowaniu w kolejnych latach, czego najlepszym przykladem byly liczne,
duze projekty energetyczne majace wsparcie rzadu (np. gazociag Baltic Pipe).

Rekapitulujac nalezy wskaza¢, ze dla Prawa i Sprawiedliwosci tematyka energetyczna
miata fundamentalne znaczenie dla rozwoju gospodarczego paristwa. Uwazano bowiem,
ze niezalezno$¢ energetyczna byta kluczowym aspektem bezpieczeristwa Polski. W wysta-
pieniach kandydatéw na urzad Prezesa Rady Ministréw dominowaly w wymiarze kra-
jowym zagadnienia wynikajace z rozwoju odnawialnych Zrédel energii, a takze budowy
elektrowni jadrowej. Tym samym niezwykle istotna tematyka byla ch¢¢ zagwarantowania
odpowiednich Zrédet wytwérezych energii elekerycznej jako alternatywy dla wegla, przy
zachowaniu jego waznej funkgji gospodarczej oraz spotecznej. Natomiast w kontekscie
wspolpracy zagranicznej najwazniejszym watkiem byta che¢ zapewnienia dostaw przede
wszystkim gazu ziemnego z alternatywnych do Federacji Rosyjskiej kierunkéw. Kandydaci
PiS wielokrotnie podkreslali i opowiadali si¢ za dostawami gazu ziemnego z Norwegii
(gazociag Baltic Pipe) oraz mozliwosci zapewniania importu tego surowca takze od innych,
migdzynarodowych partneréw, poprzez terminale regazyfikacyjne nad Morzem Battyckim.

TEMATYKA ENERGETYCZNA W TRAKCIE EXPOSE
KANDYDATOW PLATFORMY OBYWATELSKIEJ

Dla kandydatéw Platformy Obywatelskiej na stanowisko Prezesa Rady Ministréw kwe-
stia zapewnienia bezpieczeristwa energetycznego byta jednym z wazniejszych tematéw

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podnoszonych w trakcie wystapieri w debacie parlamentarnej. W optyce PO tego typu
problematyka miata istotne przetozenie na funkcjonowanie paristwa, gospodarki, oby-
wateli, a takze w kontekscie potrzeby ochrony srodowiska naturalnego. Podnoszone
zagadnienia byly zatem wielowatkowe i dlatego tez mozna wyodrebni¢ kilka obszaréw
aktywnosci politycznej po uzyskaniu wotum zaufania.

Podobnie jak dla Prawa i Sprawiedliwosci, rowniez Platforma Obywatelska trakto-
wata problematyke bezpieczeristwa energetycznego wielopoziomowo, a wigc zaréwno
pod wzgledem prowadzonej polityki krajowej, jak i migdzynarodowej. Uwazano, ze ten
rodzaj bezpieczefistwa byl najwazniejszym obszarem gospodarki, gdyz wptywat na funk-
cjonowanie calego paristwa i poszczegdlnych obywateli. Zasadniczo sposéb definiowa-
nia tego pojecia wplywat na obszar aktywnosci politycznej ugrupowania. Jak twierdzit
Donald Tusk, prezes Rady Ministréw w latach 2007-2015, bezpieczeristwo energetyczne
,rozumiemy przede wszystkim jako gwarancje niezaktéconych dostaw nosnikéw ener-
gii po akceptowalnych cenach przy réwnoczesnej trosce o ekologic. Myslimy tu przede
wszystkim o odbiorcy detalicznym. Polityke t¢ bedziemy realizowa¢ w ramach strategii
narodowej, wspotdziatajac z partnerami z Unii Europejskiej”!8. Tego typu sposéb rozu-
mienia pojecia wplywal na aktywno$¢ paristwa na kilku obszarach. Po pierwsze, kwestia
niezakléconych dostaw oznaczata, ze najwazniejszym elementem byla dostgpnosé i sta-
tos¢ importu surowcéw energetycznych. W konsekwencji mniej istotne w tym rozumie-
niu bylo Zrédto pochodzenia no$nikéw energii. Po drugie, zagadnienie akceptowalnych
cen powodowalo, ze kluczowym wyznacznikiem byta finalna cena dla odbiorcéw korico-
wych, a w mniejszym zakresie potrzeba realizacji duzych projektdw infrastrukeuralnych.
W tym sensie oceniano, ze budowa nowych polaczen miedzynarodowych (gazociagi,
rurociagi) przetozytaby si¢ na wzrost kosztéw dostaw. Po trzecie, troska o ekologic wply-
wala na potrzebg realizacji takich projektéw, ktére nie powodowaltyby nadmiernych
szkéd dla $rodowiska naturalnego. Po czwarte, problematyka wspétpracy z partnerami
z Unii Europejskiej powodowata, ze wskazywano na zasadno$¢ bliskich relacji z innymi
padstwami UE. W tym kontekscie uwazano, ze realizacja konkretnych projektéw ener-
getycznych wymagala kooperacji regionalnej i wsparcia finansowego.

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Niezwykle waznym punktem aktywnosci politycznej podkreslanej przez kandyda-
téw na urzad Prezesa Rady Ministréw byta wspétpraca na poziomie Unii Europejskiej.
W sposéb szczeg6lny podnoszono, ze ,bezpieczenistwo energetyczne Europy opierato
si¢ na solidarnosci calej Unii Europejskiej, a nie podlegato wptywom doraznych inte-
reséw i korzysci wynikajacych z politycznego czy ekonomicznego egoizmu”?°. W tym
kontekscie w sposéb szczegélny uwypuklono problematyke budowy Gazociagu
Pétnocnego (w pézniejszym czasie jego nazwe zmieniono na Nord Stream 1).

W trwajacej w Polsce w latach 2005-2023 debacie parlamentarnej poruszano
wiele watkéw o charakterze energetycznym. W sposdb szczegdlny w wypowiedziach
na forum Sejmu RP odnoszono si¢ do takich zagadnien jak m.in. budowa potacze-
nia gazowego z Norwegia (gazociag Baltic Pipe), budowa terminala regazyfikacyjnego
w Swinoujsciu, wspétpraca z Federacja Rosyjska w zakresie dostaw ropy naftowej i gazu
ziemnego, a takze kooperacja ze Stanami Zjednoczonymi Ameryki.

ENERGY TOPICS IN THE EXPOSE OF CANDIDATES FOR
THE OFFICE OF PRIME MINISTER FROM 2005 10 2023

Abstract

The topic of energy, and particularly ensuring the energy security of Poland, has been
a central point in the ongoing political debate about national security. For many years,
numerous activities and projects have been undertaken to change the structure of
the supply of natural gas and crude oil to Poland, aiming to reduce energy dependence
on the Russian Federation. The speeches of candidates for the office of Prime Minister
in parliament are a crucial starting point for the actions taken by successive government
cabinets in the following months and years. In this context, such discussions serve
as an important foundation for subsequent regulatory and diplomatic activities by
the established government. The cognitive purpose of this article is to critically analyze
the statements of candidates for the post of Prime Minister from 2005 to 2023 con-
cerning energy policy within the framework of parliamentary debates. The structure of
the article is issue-based, with the candidates’ speeches grouped into two chapters. This
subject matter is pertinent to the study of the political thought of Polish political parties,
especially regarding energy policy. The article employs the analysis of testimonies and
traces of political thought used at the time to examine perceptions of political reality.

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INTRODUCTION

The ongoing debate about the condition of the world and the way forward hinges
often on the economic arguments regarding China’s growing influence, deepening
crisis of democracy, the rise of authoritarianism, falling US supremacy and withering
of economic potential. It provokes legitimate questions about the roots of some success
stories, the reasons behind flaggering economic conditions and the sources of multiple
weaknesses.

The Western idea of democracy, human rights and economic order (Washington
Consensus) is under the siege’. John Williamson formulated 10 principles of ortho-
doxy economic policy in 1989 which forwarder the list of macroeconomic best
practices to better the welfare in developing countries — which gained him fame
and the entry in encyclopaedias.Unfortunately, the Washington Consensus and
Bretton Woods system — the inventions of the West and the fundaments of the old
order/ancien regime are crumbling under the pressure. The legitimacy of WTO,
SWIFT, dollar and international sanction system is being constantly eroded making
the question about the fall of the Western standards even more vocal. The West —
East dichotomy evokes old arguments about the intercultural divisions and clashes
put forward in A Study of History by Arnold Toynbee, Huntington’s The clash of
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Civilization, Bernald Lewis and above all Edward Said’s Orientalism which framed
the study of non-West using the post-structuralist method of narrative — becoming
thus the foundational text in the post-colonial studies. The prevailing conviction was
that different philosophies and traditions in the West and East produced different
patterns of reasoning and mentality. The Western philosophers emphasized freedom,
independence, critical thinking and individualism while the Eeastern traditions of
Confucianism, Taoism and Islam tended to focus on the concept of community,
obedience and unity.? Is the framing of the old Easts-West debate still relevant or
an anachronic simplification? Are the divisions between democratic and authoritar-
ian regimes anchored different cultural, religious and philosophical patterns or are
they merely emanations of individual character traits of the rulers and their political
systems. Are the opening opening chasem anchored deep in mental processes or are
they anchored in shallow waters?

The article’s purpose is to identify and describe briefly the pronounced features
of the Western thinking stemming from the philosophical, religious and political
traditions which run a different course in comparision with the Eastern patterns
(Middle Eastern and Asian). The thesis proposed is that the differences are irrec-
onciable but managable. The main orientation points are arguements outlining
the growth of Western-style notions of rationality, secularism, law and language
as a tools forming the current Western ecosystem characterized by endurance and
vulnerabilities. The ontological and epistemological perspective with their methods
of inquiry offer concrete opportunities for the study of being and knowing whereby
allowing for the better study of the reality. The article’s thesis is that the current
escalation of tensions in the world accompanied by the uptick of enthusiasm for
authoritarian forms of governance are a transitionary pheonemenon stemming from
the intelectual crisis in the West, institutional inadequacies, the enrichment of new
social classes and the replacement of old elites with new ones. However, the West will
endure the turmoil due to its traditions of critical thinking. The Western rationality,
secularism, institutional arrangements, legal thinking and the concept of language
(social constructivism) will prevail and triumph due to its soft power attractiveness.
The text is otlining the weakneses of the West symbolized by Hamlet’s syndrom
as well as abstract modern paradigms of analysis proposed by various philosoph-
ical schools which undermined the existing orders not offering much in return.
The culmination of the Western paradoxes, and another example, was the concept

of ,,post-pornography” as the end-product of queer/feminist moment in the United
States — sparked by the tradition of Frankfurt School of Philosphy. It illustrates well
the problem of irreconcilability of the West with Eastern traditions and the unavoid-
able clash of civilizations. The concept of post-pornography which is very much in
vogue today as the sexual tool against the opressive, patriarchichal governments will
never gain an upper hand in Eastern cultural circles and will not enjoy the popular
approbation in the near future due to objective conditions — conservative mentality
and religious upbringing in many parts of the world (outside of the West). What
started in the West as the conversation about the interweaving of sex and society
in Marcus’s Eros and Civilization, Faucoult’s The History of Sexuality and Freud’s
An Outline of Psycho-analysis * ended with the current political movement aspiring
to replace, toutes proportions gardées, the old social contract theories (18th century
product) with the modern sexual contract theory (consisting of the distinctive mix of
conceptual approaches coming to a prominence (politics, universities) in the second
half of the 20th century such as LGBT, gender studies, queer studies and post-
-pornography theory).

One could say that only Western sophistication and unfettered philosophical tra-
dition could beget such social and political concept (post-pornography) as the element
of mainstream discourse. On the other hand, it is a fitting and expected (unavoidable)
element in the landscape which Hannah Arendt called a pluralizy.

The article discerns five milestones in the Western tradition of thought which are
understood as important factors to explain the uniqueness of the West. These events
are suggested to play a major role in building weakness, sensibilities and resilience of
the West. The first event was Plato’s idea of God as a demiurge (dnpovpyog) and logos
(Adyoc) in his dialogues 7heaeterus (main epistemological work studying the definition
of knowledge), Politeia (political study on the best arrangement/regime in the state called
Kallipolis) and Laws (legal work on the significance of legislators’ activities). In these books
Plato supported the imitation of God and conversion to religion with the memorable quote
from Laws: In our eyes God will be ,,the measure of all things” in the highest degree — a degree
much higher than is any ,,man” they talk of . The significance of Plato’s passage on God
was its logic based character, avoidance of mythology and the act of rejecting revelation

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as the foundation of metaphysics — what produced naturally the idea of deism. He used
the reason and observation not faith and intuition to believe in God what inspired future
generations —among them was Spinoza nad his image of God as well as many architects of
the Enlightment considered themselves as deists including main signatories of American
constitution). The second event was the role of Sophists in the development of Western
intellectual tradition. Above all, they were credited with their secular concept of natural
law and the nature common to all people — which connected all people as equal creatures.
This desacralized human rights and introduced the notion of cosmopolitism. The third
event concerns the influence of Duns Scot and William Ockham on the philosophical
and theological narrative of the West. Ockham suggested something which, under the veil
of innocence, laid the ground for the future Luther movement and the beginning of
people’s mental emancipation from the religion. Despite being a Franciscan monk espous-
ing fideism (not reason but only faith gives access to the truth) he proposed the thesis
which revolutionalized the theological and political dimensions in consequence (and it
was not Ockham’s razor). He argued that only voluntas ordinata could be discerned by
human reason suggesting indirectly the impossibility of learning more about God’s plans.
By reserving for God the total freedom of decision making he constructed the bizzare
argument about God being unpredicitable or even whimsical. This line of reasoning had
outraged Pope Benedict XVI to such an extent he compared dead Ockham to the medi-
eval Islamic thinker Ibn Hazna in his famous Regensburg Address on September 12th
2006 — what sparked the unintended theological controversy and a wave of protests across
the Middle East. Ockham’s innovative idea about God prepared grounds for positivist
school of law which looked for sources of law not in natural law/nature but in mundane
world of legislators sitting in the parliamentary benches and writing statutes. The fourth
event is Immanuel Kant’s work liberating humanity for the first time in history. By dis-
connecting the proces of aqcuiring knowledge by studying the nature and people’s goals
he launched the pursuit for completely different quality of cognition. The source of it
was to be the reason and only reason. He set himself to solving the dilemma of getting
objective knowledge and found it in the concept of noumen and analytic judgements a pri-
ori. His idea of transcending the experience and digging to the depths of the reason was
refreshing and epistemiologically revolutionary. He got rid of all old sources of knowledge
acquired via human nature and revelation and reached directly to human reason — lay-
ing silently stepping stones for deontological systems of ethics and secular worldview.
The fifth seminal event’s significance belongs to the group of thinkers who jointly changed
the thinking of the West about the foundations of law and procedural democracy®. Their

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arguments created final conditions for secularization or desacrilization of the human law
and people’s rights without destroying the reference to morality. Since the beginning of
Judeo-Christian tradition people struggled to reconcile legal points of references (norms,
principles and standards) with the theological perspective. They tried to embed the moral/
legal prescriptions with the commands of higher law originating metaphysically. The idea
of religion and God served this purpose (Judaism — Moses, Christianity — Jesus, the cult of
saints, Islam — Mohammed). The solution for the removal of abstract point of references
(whether religion or the law of nature) came in the shape of procedural theory of natural
law. It took a form of a set of procedures to be followed voluntarilly. However, this legal
convention took distance from the the theory of positivism which had its origins in dis-
cretionary human action without recourse to morality (separation of law and morality).
The solution how to bypass religion but at the same time to preserve the constructive
legacy of religion was reflected for example in the famous legal debate between Ronald
Dworkin and H.L.A. Hart. Hart represented the positivist theory of law while Dworkin
criticized him formulating the interpretative theory of law (theory of law as integrity) put
forward in his famous studies 7he Model of Rules I and Laws Empire. Dworkin created
a fictional persona of judge called Hercules who would always arrive at right legal answer
(right answer theory) by interpretative method of finding the right answer following moral
judgments which would fit the institutional legal arrangements (law as integrity). Not
anymore God and religion nor abstract nature (like in the case of Sophists) would produce
yardsticks of proper standards but the correct reasoning.” The debate complemented other
debates focused on rationality in law. They were conducted in the context of the proce-
dural theories of natural law (Fuller — Hart debate). Lon Luvois Fuller was also a critic of
legal positivism and outmost defender of morality in law. But it was also secular morality
encapsulated by eight procedural principles to be followed strictly. A believer in morality
Fuller stressed often that law did not originate in heaven nor stemmed from nature but
was sourced from the social realities and man itself (social constructivism). Besides Hart’s
rule of recognition theory, Dworkin’s judge Hercules metaphor, Fuller’s procedural theory
of natural law it is also worth mentioning the theory of John Rawls (veil of ignorance) and
Haberms’s ideal speech situation. They all had a common denominator — they generated
the space for human activity free from theological and metaphysical shackles — the space
characterized by rationality.

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SELECTED EXAMPLES OF MODERN PARADIGMS
OF INTERPRETATION — ARS GRATIA ARTIS

The Western interpreters of the reality often connect the current diagnosis to the his-
torical interpretations of the past by treating it as a guiding light in order to build
prognosis and anticipate the future. It was the case of problems with the anticipation
of Russian invasion of Ukraine on February 22nd, 2023. The poverty of historical
analogies and its applicability to current situation was studied by Karl Popper in his
seminar work ,, The Poverty of Historicism” which encapsulated the problem of inade-
quacies of historicism as a working methodology®. Popper focused on the problems of
applying the past to the present by forwarding arguments about the uniqueness of each
historical event and unpredictability of human behaviour. He also beautifully argued
against inexorable laws of historical destiny. The critics of Popper’s approach referenced
to the inherent errors in Popper’s methodology by focusing too much on the totality
of structure which inhibited the detail of concrete facts and persons.®

The western thinkers found also intellectual refuge in many modern, relatively
new alternative methods of deconstructing reality. Some of them formed the critical
theory school of thought developed in the 20th century. Represented by the Frankfurt
School group of thinkers such as Erich Fromm, Theodore Adorno. Max Horkheimer
or Herbert Marcuse the school proposed a toolbox off interpretative concepts to read
reality. The legacy of Frankfurt School included many interesting ideas which helped
to describe the changing world again and again. Unfortunately, it mainly focused on
challenging the existing frameworks of cognition, revealing oppresive power struc-
tures and criticizing the governments. It played more a descriptive than reformative
function criticizing the modes of thinking. This movement created such approaches
like feminism, post-structuralism, phenomenology, critical race theory, queer theory,
postcolonialism marxist theory. They advised how to dismantle the power structures
of oppression. However, the prevailing tendency of these Western schools of thought
was predominantly to criticize the reality not offering much beyond it.

The example of it can be found in the coresponding discourses on power and
repression of sex between Foucoult and Marcuse. Two philosophers advanced exciting
arguments about sex as repressive tool of the power structures and how they shaped
the societies over centuries but in fact their complex debates served no constructive
purpose of changing the world. Michel Foucault in the first volume of The History
of Sexuality by Foucault painted a broad characterization of the ,repressive hypoth-
esis” presented by Marcuse but it did not offer much except intellectual excercise in

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questioning for the sake of it: ,,I would also distinguish myself from para-Marxists like
Marcuse who give the notion of repression an exaggerated role—because power would
be a fragile thing if its only function were to repress,if it worked only through the mode
of censorship, exclusion, blockage and repression in the manner of a great Superego
exercising itself only in a negative way”.

Jeftrey Renaud in his text ,Rethinking the Repressive Hypothesis” summarized
Foucault’s arguments about combination of sex and power in his discussion of Marcuse’
work:” If power is understood as that force that merely represses sex, and if this repres-
sion is connected to the development of capitalism, then the overthrow of capitalism
and the liberation of the repressed will be accomplished simultaneously”*°.

Foucaults great contribution were his ideas on power-knowledge, archeology of
knowledge,{ genealogy of power and, above all, his idea of biopolitics. It provided
the insight into the goverment’s regulation of population’s bodies, behaviours and lives
what was reflected in the concept — politics is applied biology. In addition to afore-
mentioned social characterizing Foucault was also right in formulating his argumenst
about governments using sex practices and regulations in much more sophisticated
ways than only through repression (repressive hypothesis).

Probably the notable exception among the intelectuals — from practical utility
point of view — was the work of Jurgen Habermas, a former member of NSDAP.
He not only questioned the reality but looked for solutions. He analyzed the concept
communicative rationality and deliberative democracy offering the solution in place
of arid critique only'!. But he drew criticism from intelectual circles (considering
themselves as progressive) for accepting NATO intervention in Kosovo and Israel’s
military responses to Hamas attacks. The European intellectuals faithful to the Western
tradition of mortification and rejection of force attacked Habermas from the position
of political correctness and inherited anti-Americanism.

The weakness of the West beyond the doctrinal and methodological dimensions is
also underlined by other factors which account for inherent oversensitivity embedded
in modern political, ethical and economic spheres. The prominent place among them
features the Western concept of law and order, the doctrine of human rights, political
correctness, culture of legalism so flamboyant in Anglo-Saxon countries and its best
economic practices in clash now with authoritarian governments such as e.g. China
and Russia (Trump’s claim of unfair trade practices).

These high-ground principles constitute the bedrock of our democratic govern-
ance system but at the same time they undermine the West’s position by paralyzing

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the willpower through its dispersed notions of ,plurality and freedom.” As Hannah
Arendt put it: ,Human plurality, the basic condition of both action and speech has
the twofold character of equality and distinction... And as living amidst plurality we
can threaten each other.” Robert Berkowitz summed up the persistent threats the plu-
rality is posing for the West when pondering on Arendts concept: ,,Thus politics,
the activity that is founded upon plurality is dangerous and threatening as it requires
that we engage with and seek to think with and understand those who are meaningfully
different from ourselves as nevertheless human and part of our common world. This is
the source of the ancient prejudice against politics that begins with Plato and accelerates
in the modern world; we are terrified that actual reconciling ourselves with the plurality
of our world will lead to danger...”!? The author repeats in this sentence the common
misconception about Plato’s vision of his Ideal State. As discussed by the protagonists
Glaucon and Adeimantus the state in its external (institutional) arrangements looked
communist but it was designed like this for pragmatic reasons. At that time of Plato
and low level of education, lack of mass media and decadent attitudes of the popula-
tion only a strict segmentation of the masses into three classes of people and the ruler
king was a sufficient bulwark against an anarchy. In terms of internal (individual)
arrangements the members of the society were to remain spiritually free in pursuit
of the notion of good.!® As obvious on closer inspection Plato’s state did not pose
claim to absorb the totality of man’s being, its internal freedom, its free time and thus
was not totalitarian in the sense of, for example, current totalitarian state’s of North
Korea, China or Russia where the level of surveillance allows to permeat every aspect
of human beings’ lives. Hans Gadamer devoted to the analysis of it the whole book on
Plato. In addition Plato’s Politeia elaborated on the concept of equality of women by
demanding the inclusion of women into the class of soldiers. The right of women to
serve in the US and other Western countries is quite a recent phenomenon which places
Plato in the group of first advocates of feminism as a political doctrine — what found
its realization only in 20th century as part of Frankfurt School legacy and postmodern
vision of the world.

Plato’s republic (Ideal State) in terms of its pragmatism and rationality bears
exactly the same intelectual traits as the republican project of the Founding Fathers
in the United States in 1774. It segmentated society into groups of property holders

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exercising full rights, ,white trash” (propertyless white men), women (reproducers and
cooks without political rights) and Negroes (slaves as objects).

Adriana Cavarero brings up another streak in the contemporary studies on plurality
and accompanying challenges: ,,in light of the current populist turn of Western liberal
democracies our interest in Arendt’s work should rather focus on the Human Condition.
This is especially true for the phenomenon dubbed as ‘digitial populism’, a recent
form of politics characterized by the use of social media for fueling and spreading
the typical”.14

In addition, the democratic order imposes rotation in offices, accountablity, repre-
sentative governments what leads to excessive overitellectual philosophing, the impera-
tive of orderly thinking and proclivity for moral reflection. The characteristic features
take especially ridiculous turn and amount to self-destructive influences in the European
Left — characteristics predominantly nonexisting in the authoritarian value systems run
single-handedly (Putin in Russia) or by a narrow group of interests (China — CCP)
terrorising and exterminanting opposition.

None of this exists in Eastern authoritarian political culture where social and
economic lifes are subjugated to corrupted cliques of interests following their own
intersubjective set of rules derived from completely different historical experience and
cultural traditions. The optimistic beliefs in coexistance, acculturation, cohabitations
and the end of history turned out to be vain projections by Western intellectuals.
The Eastern cultural patterns do not include the idea of compromise into their intel-
lectual code system. The uncompromising, realistic portrait of the Eastern system of
values was presented well in commentary by profesor Karolina Lanckoronska in her
memoirs 7hose Who Trespass Against Us: One Woman's War Against the Nazis where she
shared her dramatic accounts of the Soviet soldiers’ occupation of her beloved Lvov
in 193915, She left no illussions about the nature of deep divisions between the West
and the East — the brutal and primitive Russian officers washing hair in the toilet basin
being the least of her worries. The potential for the progress of civilization through
the Eastern barbarians was a mere illusion for her. Being obstinate in her evaluations
she has never returned to her Lvov. It is interesting that her eye witness account, writ-
ten in 1945, was rejected by European publishers for decades. To politically correct
delusive Western intellectuals her true story was either as too anti-Russian or as too
anti-German — as a prisoner in the concentration camp she described also the German
proclivity for barbarism. The recollections of the famous Polish activist, scientist,

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and Lviv woman Karolina Lanckororiska took a new symbolic significance in light of
the military experience of Ukrainians defending the West against Eastern barbarians.

In a similar tone, used to assess the Russian mentality distinguished classical phi-
lologist professor Zofia Abramowiczéwna when recollecting the Soviet occupation of
Vilnius. She was chased by the Soviets from her town and never wanted to see again
the ,barbarians”.

OVERINTELLECTUAL MORALISM AS
THE PROMINENT SOURCE OF WEAKNESS

The ideals such as just order or eunomia, civil law, the rule of reason, the idea of human
rights, Judeo-Christian tradition, H. Arendt’s concept of policy are (in this order or
chronologically) to ,blame” for deteriorating power of the West. These noble things
at this moment are the reason of lasting crippling effect on the international stature of
the West as a set of standards to be followed. They became a source of guilty conscience
and created an effect similar to Hamletian procrastination. Samuel Taylor Coleridge
an English poet (belonging to a group of Lake Poets and the founder of Romantic
Movement) is quoted as saying that Hamlet’s problem was simply — thinking too
much!®.

The Western tradition preoccupied with concern for morality, rule of law and
psychological introspection dragged the West to fall in Hamlet’s pitfalls. The condition
of mental paralysis by contemplating too much instead of acting in the face of growing
authoritarian evil is self-evident. Europe can not bring itself to act decisively today (as
evidenced, for example, by the failure to deploy the European army planned since at
least Saint Malo conference in 1998'7) and examines constantly its own conscience

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while others take advantage of it. Hamlet’s dilemma encapsulates well this tragicomic
situation of internal struggle to take decision. Hamlet’s state of indecision were caused
by his scruples which were twofold: moral — If T kill my uncle Claudius, I will be
committing the sin of murder; if I commit suicide, I will be commmiting a mortal sin;
and legal scruples — do I have credible proof beyond a reasonable doubt that my uncle
really killed my father? Is the evidence provided to me by the spirit credible? Does it
meet the criteria for due process?

Before Hamlet eventually proceeds to act he delivers seven soliloquies which open
the window to his mental state and sensitive soul. In the most famous soul-searching in
act 3, scene 1 he contemplates commiting suicide in Freudian-style burst of prolongued
introspection.

The Hamlet’s histerical procrastination is replicated today in the West’s contempo-
rary indecisiveness and the democratic culture of debating and questioning. The con-
temporary reluctance to resort to force was seen as a curse in case of Srebrenica which
had cost the lives of Muslim civilians slaughtered by Mladic. The Dutch peacekeepers
who were supposed to protect them were ,fighting with hands tight behind as put it
the Dutch commander Karra later on’®.

It is worth reminding that reluctance to act and Hamlet’s hesitation led to the self-
-annihilation of his family in the final scene during a fencing match.

The power structure based on rotation in offices of political functionaries and
democratic accountability makes matters only worse for the Western societies in terms
of the vulnerability to attacks. On the other hand the concept of order is also a par-
amount feature in Chinese tradition but it is based on completely different grounds.
Order means hierarchical power structure subjugated to the efficiency and obedience
of the political process and political rulers. As duly noticed the current marxist-leninist
doctrinemof Chinese politics controled by CCP is dealing with economic outcomes
and leninist control of the society.

PHUSIS VERSUS NOMOS - THE RELIGIOUS PERSPECTIVE

The Western cultural patterns from the beginning were shaped by the approach to
religion which bore two characteristics: early separation of religion and state and the lib-
eration of science from the shackles of metaphysics. It was marked by three thinking
patterns what shaped Western uniqueness. The legacy was formed by the Sophists,
William Ockham and Emanuell Kant. The Sophists believed in cosmopolitan natural

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law as a function of the human nature and, in addition, they were sceptical about
the religion disconnecting their school of thinking from the natural mythological
inclinations at that time. William Ockham — although he wrote in the Dark Ages and
was informed by the religious zeal- his studies led him to extreme voluntarism which
commanded the respect for the commands of the ruler. He discarded the teleological
Aristotelian-tomistic tradition of natural law as a product of divine revelation recognized
by the reason for the submission to the ruler. In this way he prepared the ground for
legal and ethical positivism. As to Emmanuel Kant he reversed the order of things.
What became to be known as the ,,Copernican revolution” in thinking he made man
the main source of moral knowledge through practical reason and the source of other
information through theoretical knowledge. His conclusion was revolutionary — the true
source of all knowledge, natural law and religion was not in human nature, not in
the nature of society or world (like in case of Rousseau) but in the constructed a priori
categories/forms of pure reason. Even the category/concept of God was the product of
reason. This was the shaping, crucial moment for Western civilization which liberated
human beings and unleashed powerful forces of absolute freedom.

The Sophists revolution planted the seeds of the secular breakthrough in thinking
which finally culminated in contemporary liberalism and modern politics. Attribution
of things to the intellectual appraisal and the evolution of reason/common sense contrib-
uted to all modern concepts in philosophy and politics. They postulated the concept of
natural law as reflecting things common to human nature across the geographical spec-
trum. The law of nature was a human invention having nothing to do with the divine law
which was concocted by some people to instill a fear of God in other people to maintain
leverage on them. The law of nature offered things common and good for all people such
as protecting life and pursuit of sensual pleasure (sensualism). The man-made law should
reflect all these natural desires in the form of conventional form (conventionalism).If
it did not it meant that it was not referring properly to natural law but was created to
someone’s interest. According to one group of Sophists such one could be disrespected
if nobody was watching. Following the distorted law meant that someone was abiding
by the law practically (was just) but in fact was committing an evil act.

The Sophists the forerunners in critical thinking created a model of rationalism and
were the first proponents of natural law, social contracts and religious scepticism. Homo
mensura idea and epistemological and ontological contributions were also part of their
legacy.

Although there was one group of Sophists postulated that the law of nature should
reflect the will of the stronger party the other group stood firmly on the ethical/
moral grounds that the law nature should encapsulate good things for the humanity.
In addition, they deducted from the commonality of human nature the evidence about
the equality of all people (cosmopolitanism).
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THE REPUBLICAN AND DEMOCRATIC TRADITION OF
THE WEST - THE PHILOSOPHICAL PERSPECTIVE

The concept of ,just order” was introduced into the Western political thought by
Solon who designed the contours of modern politics based on the idea of public good
and mixed government — long before Polibius, Cicero and Montesqieu perfected this
intelectual invention. The concept of order is also a paramount feature in Chinese
tradition but it is based on completely different grounds. Order reminiscenses fair and
rational organization in the Western political thought while in the Eastern civilization
it means hierarchical power structure subjugated to the efficiency and obedience of
the political process and political rulers. As duly noticed the current Marxist-Leninist
doctrine of Chinese politics controled by CCP is dealing with economic outcomes and
control of the society.

The civil law and the rule of law not of men (as the principle was propagated in 18th
century America), republicanism, direct/indirect democracy, the idea of representative
government, H. Arendt’s concept of polity are other Western inventions dating back to
the times of Athenian democracy — with the power of ecclesia or popular gatherings.
It survived through the Roman Republic times symbolized by the institutions such as
comitia, senatus, preator and even withered the onslaught of tugs who killed Cicero
near Arpinum and authoritarian hardening grip on power by Octavianus Augustus who
designated himself first as Princeps Civitatis and then Roman Emperor (he introduced
the principate system of government after the battle of Accium in 31 BC which lasted
until the Third Century in 284 AD). Even though he liquidated comitia or popular
assemblies he still preserved the Roman senat purging it from corruption and treating
as a consultative body. The Roman Empire despite the initiation of the imperial cult
by Octavian also cultivated the idea of law as the point of reference diving leaving to
subsequent generations the dual heritage of ius civile and ius gentium.

The concept in Cicero writings corresponded with the idea of justice embodied
in natural law (as a sublime reflection of god given norm) uncorrupted by the whims
of people and discovered in human mind by the preators and jurists. The natural law
conception as a sort of subliminal message passed by the Providence and ingrained in
human mind marks the apex of ancient human intellectual sophistication and a great
longing for human dignity (dignitas) stemming from the fact of man being created in
godly image. The natural law was accepted by people as natural since the intelect was
identifying/pinpointing repetitive actions of people occuring naturally to all people
at anytime.

It was a crucial point in political development inherited from Judean tradition

since the obedience to the norms received a higher sanction. This concept carried on
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in the writings of Seneca and Thomas of Aquinus. When future revolutionaries were
deposed by old rulers and unjust order they found the justification in the natural law
only without the balast of religion as something objective and lasting and orderly.

In the Anglo-Saxon tradition the rule of objective and universal law found its
expression in Magna Carta and writings of Bracton who was the first jurist to compile
cases in one book consolidating a trend towards a common law tradition. Others
followed into his footsteps.

The biggest ,.culprit” is the arrival of such concepts as: the pure and critical rule
of reason. It was an emancipating moment in the West when the philosophy was
devoid of theology opening wide territories for freedom of thinking and acting. One
of the first prominent writers was William of Ockham who in dark ages of medieval
times pointed to the power of human reasoning apart from God. More than that, he
introduced the idea of voluntarism suggesting even that God could be whimsical and
cruel if he only wanted incurring thus the criticism of Benedict XVI centuries later in
the famous Ratisbon lectures — which ignited in turn Islamic protests across the world.

Ockham’s studies crawled into the underpinings of rationalism of Descartes.
The separation of theology and philosophy/metaphysics was reflected in his ,,natural
philosophy” and was pursued in his famous books. He embarked on discovering
science and natural laws which led him — like in cases of Cicero and Ockham- to dis-
close the underlying laws of nature in mental processes of human reason. Like Cicero
discovered the natural law norms in the human intelect so Descartes intuited the truth
by using the mind: ,, By ,intuition” I do not mean the fluctuating testimony of the senses or
the deceptive judgment of the imagination as it botches things together, but the conception
of a clear and attentive mind, which is so easy and distinct that there can be no room for
doubt about what we are understanding.”

It was through human intelect that human beings can aquire ultimate truth about
the nature of reality — through purely intellectual perception (In this sense he was
negating Aristotle’s observation — ,, There is nothing in the intellect that was not pre-
viously in the senses”).

Descartes formulated radical thesis which will be later expanded by Kant and will
contribute both the greatness of the West’s rationalism but at the same time will doom
the West to moralizing and extreme rationalism. Descartes pointed to the reason
which corrects sense-perception in cases of disagreement or conflict between the two
faculties. Whereas the proper use of reason does not require submitting the beliefs
it generates.

The originality of Kantian thought did not rely only in his apotheosis of reason as
the human faculty enabling new epistemological perspective of the truth. What is more
important, Kant also broke with the tradition of linking human norms, values and
morality with the tradition of studies over human nature. He created the ,noumenal
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reality” where the norm and standards were not implied from the human nature/
nature like philosophers previously mantained. On the contrary, he pursued different
path — the natural law was not only not deducted from the human nature but was
formulated even against the human nature. The true place where natural law was mined
was the intellect or ,practical reason”. Only there the good will and moral freedom and
autonomy could be found — #he only good thing you can think of is good will ... in mind.*®

He just exchanged the human nature for the practical reason as the breeding place
of norms. In this way he justified his kategorischer imperativel categorical imperative and
developed his deontological moral system of ,,what should be done” on the objectivity
of reasoning instead of subjectivity of natural law theories from the past.

He seemed to resolve one of the fundamental dilemmas dating back to the Age of
the Enlightment which often questioned human nature as the source of natural law
allegedly reflecting godly prescriptions. The polemic against the natural law — originat-
ing from the human nature and discovered by the intellect- was famously opened by
David Hume who in his book ,, Treaty on the Human Nature” formulated arguments
against the traditional perspective on human nature. He there warned against deducting
ought from is arguing that repetition itself of certain things by humans and the liking
for them can not be a basis of considering something as good and universal or, in other
words, as natural.

His objections led to creation of the so-called naturalistic fallacy theory. The con-
troversy carried on and found supporters of this approach in the likes of John Locke
who presented his theory of mbula rasa which was indicating the mistrust about human
nature. As a clean slate the human intelect could not be a place of moral knowledge
discovery since there was nothing imprinted inside upon the birth of human being —
the knowledge was later accumulated through experience by humans in lifetime and
his appraisal of human nature was very pessimistic. He questioned the concept of
universal morality and the Golden Rule (mutuality principle) which was the most
important commandment for the Christians. The naturalistic fallacy theory found its
modern exposition in Paul Ehrlich book ,Human Natures” (Paul Ehrlich book ,Human
Natures: Genes, Cultures and Human Prospect”, Washington, 2000).

The motives behind LocK’s critique of innate ideas were particularly interesting and
even revolutionary. He opposed inherent ideas inscribed in human mind as an inhibitor
obscuring the rational judgment of human beings.

It was Kant who seemed to provide the lasting solution to the recurring dilemma
regarding the subject of what forms the true knowledge about universal morals and
values by delinking it from the religious stained notion of natural law and human

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nature. He shared the doubts raised by the representatives of the approach that from
the fact that something is regarded as the universal practice which is happening often
the knowledge about morality can not be deduced.

It is important to reach behind the experience to identify acts as being moral or
immoral — Kant claimed. Bentham shared his position that oughr should never be
implied from is if we do not want to fall into the fallacy trap and perpetuate wishful
thinking distorting our cognition.

The liberty to think independently ignited a new wave in legal studies on so-called
procedural theories of natural law and justice juxtaposed with classical theories of
human law and justice. in Kant’s philosopical narrative the intelect/reason substituted
human nature as the place of seeking for universal norms. That way the practical
reason ceased to be merely an instrument of discovery and was elevated to the status
of the source of knowledge itself. His transcendental idealism led him to the seminal
conclusion that ,we cannot cognize things in themselves” and we are subjected to
the illusion of appearances positioned in the time and space. This altered western
philosophers’ way of viewing the world by proposing the revolutionary thesis that it is
not the mind which conforms to the objects around it but it is objects which conform
to the nature of the mind. This view stamped the philosophical tradition with intel-
lectualism and moral sensibility with far-reaching effects: ,external objects (bodies)
are merely appearances, hence also nothing other than a species of my representations,
whose objects are something only through these representations, but are nothing
separated from them. Thus external things exist as well as my self, and indeed both
exist on the immediate testimony of my self-consciousness, only with this difference:
the representation of my Self, as the thinking subject is related merely to inner sense,
but the representations that designate extended beings are also related to outer sense.”

The reasoning and the celebration of abstract reflection led him on the one hand
to desperate constatation that we as the humans know little about surrounding world
(,We can only cognize objects in space and time, appearances. We cannot cognize
things in themselves”) though Kant still left the door open for a hope to overcome lack
of cognizance by concluding ,we can think about things in themselves using the cat-
egories” On the one hand, Kant undermined our previous perception of the world
by raising the role of the intellect in the process of understanding to the levels of
significance unknown before.Kant's moment petrified our western mode of thinking
in the West based on rationality and ethical discourse. A the same time he started
the tradition of deontological systems of ethics and morality whereby the internal
duty was more important than anything else.The Kantian legacy of using practical
reason as a guidebook resonated well with the Western political and moral tradition
of and his procedural theories of natural law and found inherited by the prominent
followers. Rawls wrote ,, Theory of Justice” in 1971 in which he presented his thought
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experiment in and expanded it in subsequest essays and books. In his thought experi-
ment Rawls believed he created optimal conditions for the members of society due to
the way the founding of 2 principles of the social order was designed. It was proposed
that they were created behind the veil of ignorance and according to the difference
principle. The veil of ignorance was the hypothetical situation where nobody was aware
of its own social status, gender, race. This would gurantee neutrality/fairness of people
concurring on the new principles since everybody being uncertain of his position in
the newly created society would have opted for the fairest social contract benefitting
the most disadvantaged members (difference principle). This ignorance at the creation
was the Rawls’s contribution to the political fight where the political order was to be
designed to the benefit of the worst off in the democratic way. In Rawl’s intellectual
experiment there were reflected the contractualist tradition of Enlightment and moral
prescriptions of Kant evoking his famous altruism enclosed in the notions of moral
and categorical imperatives.

The significance of Rawls” theory, a neoKantian follower and enthusiast of social
contract tradition, adopted and adjusted Kantian moralism into a modern conception
of justice called — justices as fairness.

He also resolved the tension between these two antiethical terms by proposing two
principles concocted behind the hypothetical veil of ignorance and based on the differ-
ence principle. These conditions were supposed to guarantee the fair choice of society.
They were the equality of opportunities and equal claim to rights — they were the terms
for accepting inequalities in democratic society and the source of its legitimacy. As he
pointed:

Rawls conception was rooted in deep moralism. All other approaches based on
procedural theories of natural law shared this propensity for justice and fairness. They
did not trace the theories of law and justice from human nature but linked them with
objective sets of conditions constructed in human mind to be fulfilled to have good
and fair laws.

Theories of human nature constituted one source of law and morality in
the Western culture. The second source was the reference to religion/metaphysics and
was completely abstract. It was envisaged, for example, in Robert Filmer’s famous book
which was attacked fiercely in opening chapters of John Locke’s ,Second Treaties on
the Government”. The Enlightment epoch undermined this metaphysical referencing
significantly by setting stage for the rationalism and common sense. The third source
was the school of legal positivism represented for example by Hart. But even this
source of legal and moral norms was revoking something higher that only human
whimsical perspective. Ronald Dworkin was the modern age philosopher who pointed
to the difficulties of relying only on judge made law. He created the conception of
rules and policies rooted in normative structures of the society which supplemented
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the legal norms found in the written law and were applied in cases where written law
norms were missing.

The renaissance of classical theories of human law and morality found its propo-
nents in the Western world again.

STATE-SPONSORED EVIL ACTIONS AND BAD INTENTIONS

On the other hand, authoritarian governments are free from such ballast. Due to
the nature of auhoritarian system They can evoke extralegal measures, do not need to
cling to the legal norms and are not bound by any moral scruples. The accumulated
multiple evidences testify to it. In the peak of the pandemic originating in China
the country was hacking Western institutions, driving the Wedge among members of
the EU, advancing anti-American propaganda war and exploiting ruthlesly coronavirus
to weaken the West. Absent were any moral/ethical scruples. At the same time treating
its own herded society like a farm animal under controled conditions. When coronavi-
rus tested the solidarity of the human kind in an hour of trial Chinese hackers attacked
computers in the West stealing secrets. In one case, state-sponsored Advanced Persistent
Threat 41 (ATP41) compromised a major private provider of social care services in
the UK disrupting the systems. As European countries were hurtling towards the most
severe moments of Covid 19 China and Russia were targeting technical companies steal-
ing anonymised patient data. Indiscriminate and widespread cyber attacks conducted
by hackers sponsored by China led eventually to indictments by US government of two
Chinese hackers attacking Al and cancer research company. The investigations revealed
the link between chinese ATP hackers and the Ministry of State Security. On another
occasion, western governments pointed to Cozy Bear, a group of hackers formally
known as ATP29 believed to be working on behalf of Russian state.

Another instance of hostile intentions is Chinese intentional engagememnt as
the primary source of illicit trafficking of fentanyl and fentanyl-related substances to
the West to destroy the fabric of western societies.In fact, for many years now China
is also leading a war-like operation to provide drugs to the American and European
market as if to take revenge for the Opium Wars of 1840th and demolish social order.
The seriousness of the Chinese attacks was encapsulated well in the words of Attorney
General:

»We know that the global fentanyl supply chain, which ends with the deaths of
Americans, often starts with chemical companies in China,” said Attorney General
Merrick B. Garland. “ The gathered material led the Justice Department to unsealing
indictments against China-based companies and their employees in July and October
2020 with crimes relating to fentanyl and methamphetamine production, distribution
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of synthetic opioids. The indictments were unsealed in the Middle DIstrict and
the Southern District of Florida. Indictments unsealed in the Southern District of
Florida included also defrauding the U.S. Postal Service as well as making and using
counterfeit postage.

,Fentanyl is the deadliest drug threat our nation has ever faced. These eight cases
are the result of DEA’s efforts to attack the fentanyl supply chain where it starts —
in China. Chinese chemical companies are fueling the fentanyl crisis in the United
States by sending fentanyl precursors, fentanyl analogues, xylazine, and nitazenes into
our country and to Mexico. These chemicals are used to make fentanyl and make it
especially deadly”.

THE INVASION OF EVIL — AGAMBEN’S APPROACH

We can talk today about a sort of invasion of evil influences by authoritarian gov-
ernments hiding their hostile intentions under the guise of nationalism and patriot-
ism. In reality these governments are run single-handedly or by groups of interests
using today various instruments of power-exercising and power-building — among them
biopolitics and the state of exception (external threat). These themes were elaborated in
books by Giorgio Agamben who analyzed how the contemporary governments trans-
form the biopolitics to control masses of society and how the declarations of state of
exception is abused by the governments to increase the opressive power. Agamben com-
mented extensively on the works by Carl Schmidt, Hannah Arendt, Michel Foucault.
His polemic with prominent 20th century intellectuals served to ponder the human
condition and the state of society. Debating with the writings of Carl Schmidt he dis-
cussed how the governments are using the state of exception to warrant the increasing
surveillance of the society (State of Exception. Homo Sacer 11, 2003), by refering to
Foucoault’s biopolitics he showed the biological dimension to controlling population
(Homo Sacer: Sovereign Power and Bare Life, 1995) and by discussing the arguments in
Arendt’s books he confronted the vestiges of totalitarianism.

The current politics in Russia evoking constant external threat, passing the act on
Foreign Agents, sending assassins to kill political opponents only shows the accuracy
of Agamben’s theoretical threads on a state of exception and resembles the situation
from accumulation of power in Adolf Hitler’s Enabling Act of 1933. The strategy
of incarcerating and forcefully vaccinating the whole society proved the biopolitics’
sociotechniques of biological control tested. Previously, it was seen in the Chinese
government’s policy of one child the establishment of social credit policy which can
even affect young men’s bids to find sexual partners.
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MANAGING ACHILLES’ HEELS THROUGH 3 DES -
DE-RISKING, DECOUPLING, DEDOLLARIZATION
AND INTERNATIONALIZATION STRATEGY

Beside the strategy to weaken physically and morally the Western world China and
Russia are pursuing the de-risking strategy which has its financial, technological ram-
ification in order to reduce dependence on other countries. In Made in China 2025”
China outline its blueprint for bulding self-sufficiency in key sectors such as semicon-
ductors, Al, clean tech and fin tech.

China practically closed the access to its banking sector (foreign investors con-
trolling now less than 2 percent of Chinese bank assets) and protects its financial mar-
kets (with foreigners owning only 4 percent of Chinese stocks and 9 percent of Chinese
government debt) and restricting the movements of funds out and in of the country.

To shore up its financial transactions resilience China launched also the UnionPay
system of financial services network belonging to the state,controlled by the People’s
Bank of China upon approval from the State Council which serves as a political overseer
of all state functions and law implementation. The Union Pays cards are an alternative
to Western card systems (Visa, American Express) and are accepted in 180 countries
and issued in 70 countries — becoming only the second to the Visa brand with a 32%
of market share.

In a bid to protect itself against financial sanctions China erected an alternative to
SWIFT (Society of Worldwide Financial Transactions) global payment system CIPS
(the Cross-Border Interbank Payment System) to bypass sanctions after witnessing for
years what deals Iran went through since 2012 when the sanction regime was imple-
mented on the country for uranium enrichment program as part of the development
nuclear weapons.

Another aspect was to diminish its transaction link to dolar by transacting with
renminbi currency thus lessening its dependence on Western financial system.

In this way China is creating a new system of oil trading. This idea was materialized
with establishing of Shanghai Trade Exchange which started to trade in yuan denomi-
nated futures and recently it settled first cross border trade in yuan. This is the further
process of internationalizing the Chinese currencies by carrying out transactions in
digital renminbi.

In the political sense, China also embarked on the consolidating the bloc of unsta-
ble countries forming them into revisionist group called Brics states which on the one
hand seeks to decrease its dependence on old colonial powers on the other hand it
serves as the instrument of undermining the traditional architecture of post-Bretton
Woods and Washington consensus.
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SOURCES OF LEGITIMACY IN CHINA — HISTORY
AND A ,,CONFUCIAN LENINISM”

The overwhelming support of Chinese population for its government lies firstly in his-
torical experience and secondly in traditional confucian values systems. The differences
in outlook with the Western tradition are clear. The Confucian values of , relationship”
(guanxi), filial piety” and ,saving the face” fitted well for the purpose of awing the soci-
ety. They were first used by emperors to awe the society in the old times and are being
employed now to pacify the people and stabilize the political and social situation.
The idea of piety, collective urge and fear of ostracism by loosing the face became ideal
instruments for control and opression by the Chinese government for naming and
shaming the pacified people. The Communist governors achieved with the Communist
threats the goal of continuing what the ancien absolut rulers did in China by assuming
the divine aura. Today the divine element is missing but replaced by the similar mech-
anism of overpowering the mental capacities of the Chinese subjects — and the similar
effect of brainwashing is accomplished like in the past. The underdeveloped state of
society maintained for very long time and agrarian origins of the majority of people
are facilitating the political passivity and enslavement of the society. It helped to dull
the senses and dampened the critical thinking. Whether at the imperial times or now,
the Chinese lost — as Socratese would put it — thaumazein (wonder)?° or curiosity to
ask questions critically what was the building bloc in Western society responsible for
the Enlightenment movement and political advancements. What is worse, the evolu-
tionary processes (emanciated} emancipated the traditional values of the system which
lost its metaphysical appeal and pedagogical function. In China today majority of
people do not follow rules out of deep-seated moral convictions distinguishing good
things from sins. The internal moral imperative of upholding values has disappeared.
Chinese follow rules either afraid of legal consequences (of being caught when breaking
the norms) or out of utilitarian motivations (I do it because it is useful for me). There
is nothing universal and transcendental anymore in the Chinese system of values
today — the system is upheld based on personal choice, transactional motivation (I will
obey the norm and get what I need) and personal utilitarian interest. The regime has
reduced the Chinese society in its collective and individual capacity to the vegetative
state of atrophy as far as the critical thinking, moral sensibility and questioning of

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reality are concerned. Richard Bernstein, a long time correspondent in China, charac-
terized these attitudes in the following way: ,, These attitudes should be blamed less on
a lack of knowledge than on a public environment that tends to dull the moral sense.
Jung Chan, author of ,,Wild Swans”, observed years ago that even before the terror of
the Cultural Revolution ,many people had been reduced to a state where they did not
dare even to think.”?!

In another paragraph he deplores: ,In Tibet, some 150 Buddhist monks have
immolated themselves in the last few years to protest China’s harsh rule, but even for
Chinese who know about these events there are no emotionally riveting pictures, no
concrete identities. The deaths are abstractions -- a statistic. Why does this matter? It
does since ultimately, the intensifying conflict between China and the liberal-democratic
world is not about trade or money, but about values, about the way countries behave
in the world. And a country whose capacity for outrage has atrophied can offer no
moral compass, no sense of restraint on its government’s exercise of raw, self-interested
power.”??

This situation of relativism and deprivation of higher theological and eschato-
logical perspective corresponds well with other cultural idiosyncracies indicated by
observers. In legal culture, contrary to the American principle of legalism (the most
outstanding founding principle in the US political landscape next to the principles
of separation of power and checks and balances) Chinese are valuing relativity over
absolutism and relationship over laws while the ,, Western societies tend towards abso-
lutes”3. In the case of contract law for example the contract signed must be honoured
absolutely for the Westerners, for the Chinese the contract signed should be respected
voluntarily — things are relative. Moreover, insistence on following the law strictly could
be interpreted as offensive attitude of mistrust towards the Chinese partner and not
treasuring more law over the relationship.?4

In addition, the Chinese Party created a new paradigm of absolut power deriv-
ing legitimacy from history?>. It enmeshed skillfully Confucian values in the fabric
of society erecting a new marxist-leninst paradigm approved by the majority of
Chinese society. In this way the system is considered as legitimate and very stable.

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The Marxist-Leninist paradigm bifurcates into two directions: Marxist and Leninist
upon which is founded contemporary China. Marxism deals with economic out-
comes/results which are directed and guaranteed by the state apparatus even if nomi-
nally they have the appearance of capitalism. The state controls every economic activ-
ity and supervises the ownership of assets and means of production in the controlled
capitalism system. It is thus overcoming the problem of private ownership because all
economic assets and production processes are subjugated anyway to the Politburo’s
decision at the end of the day (in addition to seizing total power, consolidation of
elites, information gathering)?®. The capitalist system and free-market economy
are more a lexical-semantic phenomenon than a functioning reality consistent with
formal definitions like in the West. And deviation from the Regime system and
political correctness ends with punishment and may result with confiscation of private
property by calling of extralegal means existing in Chinese legal culture. The extrale-
gal dimension of law order (state of exception) is characteristic for all authoritarian
regimes and has reminiscenses of the Enabling Act of 1933 — the law was passed by
Reichstag and equiped Adolf Hitler with the power to make and enforce laws accord-
ing to the needs and exigencies without any control from the German parliament
(the theory of emergency laws was concocted by Carl Schmitt and still applies in
many authoritarian ecosystems)

The Leninist thread of the paradigm deals with the full control of the society sym-
bolized by the social credit score system, labor camps and the electronic surveillance of
citizens. This marxist-leninst system of power was entangled with the traditional value
system of social harmony, benevolence and respect for appriopriate hierarchy which
instills the system with legitimacy, collective acceptance.

The socialist core values ot Confucian socialist republic as was termed by the New
Left philosopher are Chinese phenomenon rendered the process of ,,confucionising”
the communist party by introducing tenets of Confucionism into educational and
moral model distorting and adopting the traditional comcepts and imbuing it with
new meanings. The value of loyally serving to the society and the group was replaced
with the obedience to the communist party which sits at the top of social hierarchy
constituting the cornerstone of social and political fabric.

It also overcomes the dilemma of combining antithetical concepts of strict hierarchy
and equality which seem to be incompatible in Western societies founded on cherished
notions of egalitarianism and individualism. The Confucian set of rules permits to
reconcile competing claims of strict hierarchy and equality by imposing on people
contradicted concepts (irrational contradictions).

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Ironically, the Chinese do not need also to overcome the dilemma of freedom and
equality which in the Western political thought was reconciled by John Rawls with
his idea of ,justice as fairness” since they both nominally exist — the freedom is stricly
defined and distributed by the state and equality is imposed by the Communist Party.
What is interesting for the Western observers the Marxist ideology despite decades
of state capitalism and attributes of market economy still enjoys popularity in China
as evidenced by tv programs and public opinion surveys indicating the government
enjoying the popular support. The Communist Party subjugated the whole society by
enmeshing the ideology with nationalism thus creating a false sense of patriotism and
setting up traps for the dissidents.
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AMONG WEAKNESSES, SENSIBILITIES AND VULNERABILITIES:
THE WEST’S COGNITIVE SOURCES OF THE SELF

Abstract

The article’s purpose is to identify and describe briefly the pronounced features of
the Western thinking stemming from the philosophical, religious and political traditions
which run a different course in comparision with the Eastern patterns (Middle Eastern
and Asian). The thesis proposed is that the differences are irreconciable but managable.
The article’s thesis is that the current escalation of tensions in the world accompanied
by the uptick of enthusiasm for authoritarian forms of governance are a transitionary
pheonemenon stemming from the intelectual crisis in the West, institutional inadequa-
cies, the enrichment of new social classes and the replacement of old elites with new
ones. The text is otlining the weakneses of the West symbolized by Hamlet’s syndrom
as well as abstract modern paradigms of analysis proposed by various philosophical
schools which undermined the existing orders not offering much.

Keywords: Western democratic tradition, Western overintellectualism as the source
of weakness, “Kanthian revolution” in thinking, authoritarian tendencies, sources of

Zaproponowana
teza glosi, ze réznice te s nie do pogodzenia, ale mozna nimi zarzadza¢. Mysla
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przewodnig opracowania jest to, ze obecna eskalacja napig¢ na $wiecie, ktérej towarzy-
szy wzrost entuzjazmu dla autorytarnych form rzadéw, jest przej$ciowym fenomenem
wynikajacym z kryzysu intelektualnego na Zachodzie, niedoskonatosci instytucjonal-
nych, wzbogacenia si¢ nowych klas spolecznych i zastapienia starych elit nowymi.
Tekst podkresla stabosci Zachodu symbolizowane przez syndrom Hamleta, a takze
abstrakcyjne nowoczesne paradygmaty analizy proponowane przez rézne szkoty filo-
zoficzne, ktére podwazaja istniejace porzadki, jednak w zamian nie maja wcale wiele
do zaoferowania.

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WPROWADZENIE

Wybory prezydenckie w Stanach Zjednoczonych Ameryki stanowia jedno z najwazniej-
szych wydarzen w $wiecie globalnej polityki. Wywotujac implikacje w wielu aspektach
stosunkéw politycznych i gospodarczych, ich wyniki sa bacznie obserwowane przez spo-
teczno$¢ migdzynarodowsa!. Kampania prezydencka w 2024 r. byla jedna z najbardziej
polaryzujacych w historii samych Stanéw Zjednoczonych. Polityczne starcie pomigdzy
Donaldem Trumpem a Kamala Harris (oraz czg$ciowo réwniez Joe Bidenem) spowo-
dowato ogromng mobilizacj¢ wéréd milionéw wyborcéw w USAZ2. Dotyczyto to przede
wszystkim wyborcéw Partii Republikanskiej, ktérzy mimo wystepujacych wielu kontro-
wersji dotyczacych Donalda Trumpa, poszli ttumnie zagtosowaé na swojego kandydata.
Strategia wyborcza, ktéra pozwolita Republikanowi ponownie wygra¢ wybory i wkrétce
zosta¢ 47. Prezydentem Stanéw Zjednoczonych?, opierata si¢ ponownie na zastosowaniu
populistycznej retoryki, a takze intensywnym wykorzystaniu nowoczesnej technologii
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i Internetu w skutecznym dotarciu do swojego elektoratu®. Petna skrajnosci i sprzecz-
nosci kampania marketingu politycznego wzbudzala z jednej strony zachwyty, z drugiej
krytykowana byta za postugiwanie si¢ oszustwami i innymi nieczystymi zagrywkami,
w szezeg6lnosci do konkurencyjnego obozu politycznego — Demokratéw. Pomimo wielu
probleméw i przeciwnosci towarzyszacych probie ponownego objecia stanowiska prezy-
denta, Donald Trump wyszed! ze wszystkiego obronna reka i zapewnit sobie kolejny raz
miejsce w historii, zostajac 47. Prezydentem Stanéw Zjednoczonych Ameryki.

WYBORY PREZYDENCKIE W USA - UJECIE TEORETYCZNE

System wyborczy w Stanach Zjednoczonych, pomimo stosunkowo krétkiej historii
na tle wielu krajéw $wiata, jest bardzo glgboko osadzony z zalozenia w amerykan-
skim modelu federalistycznego paristwa i rzadu’. Ojcom Zatozycielom przyswiecata
idea stworzenia mechanizmu wyboru glowy paristwa, ktéry miatby na wzgledzie
zaréwno interesy samych obywateli, jak réwniez i poszczegdlnych stanéw USAS.
Wykorzystywany do dzisiaj system elektorski powstat de facto jako kompromis migdzy
klasycznymi wyborami bezposrednimi, a mozliwosciag wyboru glowy pafstwa przez
whadze ustawodawcza, czyli Kongres Stanéw Zjednoczonych’.

Podstawg amerykariskiego systemu wyborczego stanowi Kolegium Elektoréw.
Niniejsze ciato polityczne sktada si¢ z 538 elektoréw. Liczba ta nie jest oczywiscie
przypadkowa i stanowi bezposrednie odzwierciedlenie sumy przedstawicieli kazdego ze
stanéw w Kongresie USA, czyli uwzgledniajac sktad Izby Reprezentantéw oraz Senatu.
Liczba elektoréw z danego stanu odzwierciedla bezposrednio (a doktadniej prawie
bezposrednio, aby by¢ poprawnym) ilo$¢ ludnosci danego stanu i jego udziat w ogdle
ludnosci Stanéw Zjednoczonych. Implikacja tego systemu liczenia gloséw elektorskich
jest charakterystyczny podziat, w ktérym najludniejsze stany, np. Kalifornia, posiadaja
najwiccej gloséw w Kolegium Elektoréw, w tym wypadku s3 to az 54 glosy, odpowia-
dajace 54 elektorom. System ten faworyzuje stany, ktére sa najliczniej zamieszkiwane.
Zero-jedynkowe podejscie rodzi réwniez swoje konsekwencje. Nie liczy si¢ bezposred-
nio wielko$¢, ani w teorii tez zamozno$¢ danego stanu. Dochodzi do sytuacji, w ktdrej

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zaréwno duzy stan, przyktadowo Wyoming, jak i bardzo niewielki New Hampshire,
dysponuja taka sama iloscig gloséw. Natomiast sasiadujace z Wyoming Kolorado,
o podobnej powierzchni, ma ponad trzykrotnie wigcej gloséw. System zaklada bardzo
prosty schemat — im ludniejszy stan, tym przewaznie w naturalny sposéb bogatszy,
a tym samym majacy wickszy wplyw na decyzje polityczne dotyczace catego USA.

Glosowanie na prezydenta odbywa si¢ w wyborach posrednich. Obywatele amery-
kanscy glosuja bezposrednio na elektoréw, ktdrzy nastgpnie przekazuja swoje glosy na
wybranego kandydata Partii Demokratycznej lub Republikanskiej. Warto odnotowa,
ze s3 to tak zwane wybory stanowe, gdyz obywatele danego stanu USA musza glosowaé
na elektoréw ze swojego stanu. Data glosowania nie jest stala i nie jest réwniez data
ustalana poprzez decyzje polityczna. Jednoczesnie znajac podstawowa zasadg, zgodnie
z ktéra glosowanie w wyborach prezydenckich odbywa si¢ zawsze w pierwszy wtorek
po pierwszym poniedziatku listopada, kalendarz wyborczy mozna w kazdej chwili
sprawdzi¢ nawet na dziesiatki lat w przdd.

Charakterystycznym elementem amerykariskiego systemu wyborczego jest zasada
szwycigzca bierze wszystko”. Faktycznie taka zasada dotyczy wszystkich, procz dwoch
(Maine oraz Nebraska), stanéw w USA. Konsekwencja tej zasady dla systemu wybor-
czego jest to, ze kandydat zdobywajacy w danym stanie wigkszo$¢ gloséw, automatycz-
nie uzyskuje wszystkie glosy z danego stanu. Nie ma wowczas znaczenia, na ktérego
z kandydatéw glosowali elektorzy bedacy w mniejszosci, ich glosy elektorskie trafiaja
finalnie i tak do kandydata, ktéry zdobyt zwykla wickszos¢ gloséw w stanie. Jest to
kolejny element w systemie wyborczym USA, ktéry faworyzuje duze stany. Dla zilu-
strowania sytuacji postuze si¢ jeszcze raz przykladem Kalifornii, ktéra ma 54 glosy
elektorskie. Jesli kandydat Partii Demokratycznej zdobywa w glosowaniu posrednim
28 gloséw, a wiee o jeden wigcej niz potowa, wéwczas pozostate 26 gloséw na kandy-
data Partii Republikariskiej, automatycznie staje si¢ réwniez jego wlasnoscia i zdobywa
catos¢ 54 gloséw elektorskich przewidzianych dla calego stanu Kalifornii. Z tego sys-
temu wywodzi si¢ réwniez okreslenie swing states, ktoére mozna przettumaczy¢ jako
»wahajace si¢ stany”. Sg to stany USA, w ktérych obydwaj kandydaci na prezydenta
USA maja podobne poparcie i czgsto jeden glos zdecyduje o przejeciu gloséw z catego
stanu. Stany te petnia niezwykle wazna, a czgsto wrecz kluczows role w finalnych wyni-
kach wyboréw na Prezydenta USA. Jednoczesnie warto podkresli¢, ze nie ma stalej
listy takich stanéw, wraz z kazdymi kolejnymi wyborami prezydenckimi w Stanach
Zjednoczonych, lista tych stanéw ulega drobnym przetasowaniom lub zmianom, keére
dopiero w dluzszej perspektywie spowoduja, ze wybrany stan zostanie zaliczony do
grona swing states lub zostanie z niego usunicty. Obecnie najwicksze znaczenie sposréd
»wahajacych si¢ stanéw” maja m.in. Floryda, Michigan, Pensylwania czy Arizona®.

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Podczas liczenia gloséw elektorskich najwazniejsza jest liczba 270 — zwana przez
Amerykanéw czgsto ,magiczng liczba”. Stanowi ona minimalng ilo$¢ gtoséw elektor-
skich, ktére musi zdoby¢ kandydat na Prezydenta USA, aby wygra¢ wybory. Liczba ta
stanowi wickszo$¢ z tacznej liczby gloséw elektorskich, ktérych jest 538. Pierwszy kan-
dydat, ktéry w dniu wyborczym zdobedzie 270 gloséw, zostanie nowym Prezydentem
Stanéw Zjednoczonych. Taka konstrukcja systemu wyborczego ma swoje powazine
wady, ktére w USA sg poruszane w debatach politycznych i spotecznych od wielu lat.
Zarzuca si¢ mu, ze caly system Kolegium Elektoréw i liczenia gloséw elektorskich pro-
wadzi do sytuacji, w ktdrej Prezydentem USA moze zosta¢ kandydat majacy mniejsze
bezposrednie poparcie spoteczne®. Gdyby wybory w USA odbywaly si¢ w formule
bezposredniej, bez systemu Kolegium Elektordw, wiele juz razy dosztoby do sytuaciji,
ze glowa paristwa zostawalby inny kandydat, niz ten wybrany w obowiazujacy spo-
s6b. Przyktadowo w 2000 r. wigksze poparcie spoteczne posiadat Al Gore, ale zgodnie
z glosami elektorskimi prezydentem zostat George W. Bush. Kolejny raz taka sytuacja
zdarzyta si¢ w trakcie wyboréw w 2016 r. — Donald Trump vs. Hilary Clinton, w kt6-
rych zwycigzyl Trump, pomimo nizszego bezposredniego poparcia spolecznego. Jest
to powdd, dla ktdrego w Ameryce weiaz aktualna jest debata w sprawie alternatyw
dla obecnie wykorzystywanego systemu. Jedna z nich jest wprowadzenie glosowania
powszechnego lub proporcjonalnego podziatu gloséw elektorskich. Obecnie jednak
nalezy podkresli¢, ze zaréwno ze strony Partii Demokratycznej, jak i Republikariskiej,
brakuje jakiegokolwiek sensownego konsensusu w sprawie niniejszego problemu.

WYBORY PREZYDENCKIE 2024 W USA - UJECIE OGOLNE

Wybory na Prezydenta Stanéw Zjednoczonych w 2024 r. od poczatku zapowiadaty
si¢ na wyjatkowe. We wspédtczesnej historii USA byl to dopiero drugi przypadek,
gdy o fotel prezydenta rywalizowali ci sami kandydaci, co w poprzedzajacych wybo-
rach — 2020: Trump vs. Biden. Jednoczesnie na bardzo péznym etapie kampanii
wyborczej nastapita zmiana kandydata ze strony Partii Demokratycznej. Owczesnego
Prezydenta USA — Joe Bidena zastapita mniej znana wyborcom, lecz charyzmatyczna,
Kamala Harris'®. Wielu obserwatoréw sceny politycznej uwazato, ze Joe Biden ustapit
zbyt p6ino, aby kampania Harris nabrata odpowiedniego tempa. Ze strony wyborcéw,
jak réwniez wielu politykéw z Partii Demokratycznej, padaly przede wszystkim glosy

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zwigzane z odsuni¢ciem Bidena z powodu jego wicku i potencjalnie zlego stanu zdro-
wia. Chociaz Donald Trump jest zaledwie nieco ponad 3 lata mtodszy od Joe Bidena,
réznice w podejéciu i dynamice catej kampanii kandydatéw byly widoczne i mocno
uwypuklone przez obie strony politycznej walki. Wida¢ bylo to cho¢by w czasie debaty
prezydenckiej Biden vs. Trump, w ktérej Republikanin zdecydowanie dominowat,
cho¢ wytknigto mu wiele nieprawidlowosci i znaczng ilo$¢ oszustw w ramach tak zwa-
nego fact checks, zrealizowanego przez wiele amerykariskich mediéw bezposrednio po
debacie prezydenckiej.

Kampania wyborcza 2024 to takie wyjatkowo znaczaca polaryzacja spoleczna,
ktéra znalazta swoje odzwierciedlenie w polaryzacji samych kandydatéw i ich obozéw
politycznych!!. Przetozyla si¢ réwniez na sposdb prowadzenia kampanii i uzywana
przez kandydatéw retoryke. W tym wypadku, jak juz wiemy, z duza korzyscia dla
kandydata Partii Republikanskiej. Wyjatkowo napieta sytuacja polityczna zaréwno
wewnatrz USA'?, jak i na arenie miedzynarodowej, dalsze znaczace zwigkszenie roli
Internetu (w szczegdlnosci w kategorii Social Media) oraz problemy gospodarcze (m.in.
wysoka inflacja, a takze problemy pokrewne lub b¢dace wynikiem stabnacej gospo-
darki, jak cho¢by kryzys bezdomnosci i catego stynnego American Dream), staly sig
zarzewiem wewngtrznych napigé, ktére okazaly si¢ kolejny raz doskonatym paliwem
w sprawnie dzialajacej maszynie wyborczej Donalda Trumpa??.

Odwotujac si¢ do wezesniejszego fragmentu na temat tzw. swing states, w kampanii
wyborczej w 2024 r. stany te mialy niezwykle silne znaczenie. Arizona, Pensylwania,
Wisconsin i Georgia staly si¢ w tym roku centralnym punktem zainteresowania wsréd
kandydatéw, poniewaz nawet jeden glos przewagi w tak réwno podzielonym wybor-
czo stanie, decydowat o zwycigstwie lub przegranej w tych wyborach prezydenckich.
Kandydaci obydwu partii wlozyli duzo pracy, aby wypracowac sobie wygrana w danym
stanie. W wigkszosci przypadkéw to jednak Donald Trump okazal si¢ kandydatem na
prezydenta USA, ktéry zdobyl najwicksze poparcie w swing states. Wszystkie cztery
wymienione powyzej stany, dokonaly w dniu wyboréw tzw. flipa, a wigc z progno-
zowanego wigkszo$ciowego poparcia dla kandydatki Demokratéw, skrecity w strong
kandydata Republikanéw. Tym samym stany te zagraly a// in, jak to okresla si¢ w ame-
rykanskiej nomenklaturze sytuacjg, gdy stawia si¢ wszystko na jedng kartg. Catos¢
gloséw elektorskich, tacznie az 56 (Arizona — 11, Pensylwania — 19, Wisconsin — 10,

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Georgia — 16), trafito do Donalda Trumpa. Podobna sytuacja miata miejsce réwniez
w Nevadzie i Michigan, a to kolejne 21 gloséw elektorskich dla Trumpa. Gdy przyj-
rzymy si¢ mapie wyborczej USA, odniesiemy wrazenie, ze praktycznie cata Ameryka
jest na czerwono — popierajac kandydata Republikanéw. Kamala Harris zebrata glosy
w kilku stanach o wysokiej liczbie ludnosci, a tym samym otrzymata sporg pule elektor-
ska, natomiast to Donald Trump zdominowat przewazajaca ilo$¢ stanéw, jednoczesnie
przeciagajac na swoja strong praktycznie wszystkie swing states. Pomimo ze w wyborach
powszechnych wygralby niewielka przewaga (Harris — 48,3%, Trump — 49,9%, kandy-
daci niezalezni i z partii trzecich facznie — 1,8%), to w zdobywaniu gloséw elektorskich
nie miat sobie réwnych (Harris — 226, Trump — 312).

W ogélnym ujeciu Donald Trump wykorzystal doskonale czas i dostgpne narze-
dzia, aby zaktywizowad swdj elektorat oraz go rozbudowacd. Przekonanie kolejnych
wyborcéw, aby zaglosowali na niego wymagato doskonalej strategii i determinacji w jej
realizacji, ktorej Donaldowi Trumpowi akurat odméwi¢ nie mozna. W 2024 r. pokazat
Amerykanom, zaréwno swoim zwolennikom, jak i przede wszystkim przeciwnikom,
jak powinno si¢ skutecznie realizowa¢ kampanie wyborcze i zdobywaé najwyzszy urzad
w Stanach Zjednoczonych. Konkurencja niestety nie byla w stanie za nim nadazy¢,
i to pomimo ze przeciwko Trumpowi wytaczano najcigzsze dziata, bo zaden inny
kandydat we wspétczesnej historii USA nie miat tak wiele probleméw prawnych jak
Republikanin. Tym wigksze wrazenie robi jego polityczne zwycigstwo.

WYBORY PREZYDENCKIE 2024 w USA - OMOWIENIE
KLUCZOWYCH CZYNNIKOW SUKCESU TRUMPA

Dla dokonania efektywnej analizy kampanii prezydenckiej Donalda Trumpa nalezy
wyr6zni¢ kilka istotnych elementéw. Przede wszystkim do czynnikéw decydujacych
o sukcesie kandydata Republikanéw warto zaliczy¢ m.in. silny i trafny przekaz populi-
styczny, bardzo dobrze dopracowang strategi¢ komunikacyjna, efektywna (cho¢ nie
zawsze zgodna z prawda) krytyke przeciwnikéw politycznych, wykorzystanie retoryki
polaryzujacej spoteczefistwo i poglebiajacej réznice, a takze personalizacje przekazu
i wykorzystanie mediéw spotecznosciowych wraz z calym inwentarzem najnowszych
technologii zwiazanych z analityka danych oraz sztuczna inteligencja!4.

Kampania wyborcza 2024 byla wyjatkowo obfita w kwestie uznawane juz glo-
balnie za niezwykle problematyczne, czyli dezinformacje i wykorzystywanie tak

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zwanych fake news'>. Narzedzia te, coraz czgéciej wykorzystywane do walki politycznej
i gospodarczej, wywodza si¢ de facto z narz¢dzi uzywanych do siania zametu na froncie
wojennym. Przekazywanie nieprawidtowych informacji — falszywych lub stosownie
zmodyfikowanych, stuzylo Trumpowi do budowania negatywnej narracji na temat
jego przeciwnikéw politycznych. Najwigkszym problemem takiej sytuacji jest brak
mozliwosci, dla przecigtnego odbiorcy, szybkiej weryfikacji tych informacji. Implikacja
tego jest czgsto wierzenie na stowo danemu kandydatowi, a nastgpnie powtarzanie
tej narragji jako jedynej prawidtowej i automatyczne odrzucanie jakiejkolwiek innej,
ktéra wyborca ustyszat w nastgpnej kolejnosci. Jest to réwniez $cisle zwigzane z nauka,
jaka jest psychologia, poniewaz szerzenie dezinformacji i przyjmowanie jej za prawde,
nie jest wbrew pozorom objawem dotyczacym brakéw w logicznym mysleniu danej
jednostki'®. Bardzo czgsto przyjmujemy informacje takimi, jakie je otrzymali$my, bez
poswigcania dodatkowego czasu i energii na ich weryfikacjg. Ma to réwniez przyczyne
w zrédle informacji, gdy zakladamy, ze osoba, ktdra popieramy, lubimy, podziwiamy,
nie mogtaby nas oktama¢, a predzej zrobi to jej konkurent. W takiej sytuacji bardzo
tatwo o przyjecie przez wyborcéw linii narracyjnej narzuconej przez Trumpa, ktora
oczernia jego konkurentéw politycznych oraz jednoczesnie przyjecie jej za jedyna wha-
$ciwa i przekazywanie jej dalej, m.in. w mediach spotecznosciowych.

Social media odgrywaly juz istotna role w trakcie dwéch wezesniejszych kampanii
prezydenckich Donalda Trumpa, jednak wraz z rozwojem narzedzi i dostgpu do nich,
wplyw dziatai podejmowanych przez Republikanina w Internecie, mial obecnie jeszcze
wicksze znaczenie niz w 2016 i 2020 r.'”. Trump bardzo intensywnie wykorzystat media
spolecznoéciowe w kampanii, ale co wazniejsze, robit to z wigksza efektywnoscia niz
jego konkurenci. Wsréd gtéwnych narzedzi internetowych wykorzystywanych w kam-
panii wyborczej nalezy wyrdzni¢ przede wszystkim cztery podstawowe o najwigkszym
wplywie: Facebook, Twitter, TikTok oraz platforma Truth Social'®. Stuzyly one do
mobilizacji elektoratu, przekazywania haset i calego przestania wyborczego, a takze do
szerzenia fake news i dezinformacji. Jej celem, poza szerzeniem nieprawdy, jest rowniez
utrudnianie mozliwosci dokonania tak zwanego fact checks, a wige sprawdzenia prawi-

dtowosci otrzymywanych informacji. Cz¢$¢ najpopularniejszych platform interneto-
wych, takich jak Facebook, wykorzystuje specjalne algorytmy i pracg ludzka, dokonujac
sprawdzania faktéw i majac zdolno$¢ do szybkiego oznaczania wybranych tresci, jako
niezgodnych z prawda, jedli taka nieprawidlowo$¢ zostanie jednoznacznie wykryta.

Narzgdzia i platformy internetowe okazaly si¢ dla Trumpa doskonatym medium
do przekazywania populistycznego przekazu. W trakcie kampanii prezydenckiej bardzo
konsekwentnie utrzymywat retoryke zwiazana scisle z populizmem, hastami narodo-
wymi, co znalazto swoje bezposrednie odzwierciedlenie w hastach wyborczych — Make
America Great Again 2.0 (#MAGA)'® oraz America First*®. Ponownie to wlasnie te
hasta, znane m.in. z kampanii z 2016 r., znalazly si¢ w centrum przekazu politycznego.
Krétkie hasta 0 ogromnej mocy, pod ktére Trump skutecznie byt w stanie podpiaé pro-
blemy, trapiace obecnie Amerykanéw. Wsrdd nich znalazty si¢ m.in. sprawy zwigzane
ze slabym stanem gospodarki krajowej i koniecznoscig jej odbudowy, problemy z suwe-
rennoscia Stanéw Zjednoczonych na arenie migdzynarodowej, jak réwniez koniecznos¢
jeszcze silniejszej obrony granic Ameryki przed jej wrogami. Wiaczywszy w ten ostatni
element, bardzo sprytnie poniekad, réwniez kwesti¢ ochrony granic przed nielegalna
imigracja — czym Trump zastynat juz zreszta w czasie wyboréw w 2016 r. i péiniejsza
budowa muru na granicy z Meksykiem, po objeciu stanowiska 45. Prezydenta Stanéw
Zjednoczonych.

Bardzo waznym narzedziem w rekach Donalda Trumpa byta retoryka podziatéw,
wspierana przez szeroko zakrojona kampanie krytyczna wobec jego przeciwnikéw poli-
tycznych. Bardzo sprytnie wykorzystywat wszelka krytyke w strong Demokratéw, aby
obudowywac ja wlasna narracja i modyfikowa¢ krytyke tak, by zawsze w t¢ narracjg
si¢ wpasowywata. Republikanin nigdy nie stronit od polaryzowania spoteczenstwa
i populizmu. To w duzej mierze dzi¢ki temu powstal Donald Trump, jakiego znamy
dzisiaj na scenie politycznej. Od zawsze retoryka Republikanina oscylowata wokét
pojecia ,my vs. oni”. Stuzyta do wzmacniania polaryzacji, a nawet budowania jej tam,
gdzie dotychczas jej nie byto lub miata bardziej marginalne znaczenie. Taka retoryka
jest zabiegiem, ktéry stuzyt Trumpowi do wzmacniania swojej bazy wyborczej. Krytyka
polityczna z jego strony koncentrowala si¢ na tym, co bylo wazne dla jego wyborcéw,
a w szczeg6lnosci elementéw najwazniejszych dla szeroko rozumianego elektoratu pra-
cownikéw fizycznych, czesto najstabiej optacalnych. Do nich najefektywniej trafiato
przestanie o zdegenerowanych elitach z drugiej strony sceny politycznej, jak réwniez
narracja o checi powrotu do tradycyjnych wartoéci, ktére wyznawata wigkszo$¢ jego

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elektoratu. Dzigki takiej narracji Trump zbudowal niezwykle silng i wierna podstawe
swojego elektoratu, na ktéry zawsze mégt liczy¢.

Internet, a w szczegdlnosci media spotecznosciowe, byly przystowiowym oczkiem
w glowie Republikanina. Podczas kampanii 2024 wykorzystywat social media na skale,
ktéra byta do tej pory wrecz niespotykana w walkach o stanowiska na amerykanskiej
scenie politycznej. Wtérowaly mu przy tym wielkie nazwiska, ktére dotozyly swoja
cegietke do zwycigstwa Trumpa. Jedng z takich oséb byl zdecydowanie cho¢by sam
Elon Musk (Tesla Inc., SpaceX), ktdry jako wiasciciel platformy X (dawniej Twitter),
przywrdcit zablokowane konto Trumpa na portalu i umozliwit mu dotarcie do milio-
néw wyborcéw w sposéb bliski osobistemu, z personalnym przekazem realizowanym
bezposrednio przez samego kandydata na prezydenta. Warto nadmieni¢, ze konto
bylego wéwczas Prezydenta USA, zostato zablokowane po zamieszkach na Kapitolu
z dnia 6 stycznia 2021 r. Podstawa do tego byto powolanie si¢ Twittera na ryzyko dal-
szego podzegania do przemocy i zamieszek przez Trumpa przy wykorzystaniu jego pry-
watnego konta w serwisie. Zdarzenie to oczywiscie wywotato w USA powazna debatg
na temat wolnosci stowa wéréd obywateli, ale jednocze$nie nie nalezy zapomina¢, ze
wickszym problemem jest de facto kwestia odpowiedzialnosci mediéw spolecznoscio-
wych za przekaz, ktéry publikuja na swojej platformie i do kogo on finalnie trafia.

Warto zwréci¢ uwagg rowniez na platforme Truth Social, ktéra juz z nazwy suge-
rowata, ze bedzie przekazywaé wylacznie prawdziwe informacje, wolne od szumu,
dezinformagcji i ktamstw, ktérych w walce politycznej w 2024 r. zdecydowanie nie
brakowato. Byl to sprytny zabieg marketingowy, gdyz sama firma zostata stworzona
w 2021 r., a uruchomiona w 2022 r. jako odpowiedz na brak dostgpu Trumpa do
Twittera, a jej wihascicielem byla oczywiscie spétka Trump Media & Technology
Group?!. Liczba uzytkownikéw platformy szacowana byta w potowie 2023 r. na ponad
600 tysiecy i znaczaco si¢ zwigkszyta wraz z rozpedzaniem si¢ kampanii prezydenckiej
2024. Obecnie wynosi ponad 2 mln aktywnych uzytkownikéw, sama aplikacja na
telefony pobrana zostala ponad 4 mln razy, a miesigcznie Truth Social odwiedza na
wszystkich platformach ponad 13 mln uzytkownikéw. Zapewnito to Trumpowi cal-
kowicie zalezne od niego medium spotecznosciowe w sieci, ktére pozwala mu dociera¢
do milionéw Amerykandéw z jego wlasnym, personalnym przekazem, niezaleznie od
tego jak niepoprawny i czgsto nieprawdziwy bywa.

Wspomniana juz personalizacja przekazu byta kolejnym narz¢dziem, ktérego
wykorzystanie Donald Trump opanowal niezwykle dobrze i efektywnie. Zaawansowane
algorytmy i sztuczna inteligencja byly w stanie dokona¢ szybkiej i trafnej analizy
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danych demograficznych oraz behawioralnych w odniesieniu do réznych grup wybor-
czych. Pozwolito to na efektywne dopasowanie przekazu reklamowego, ktéry trafial
w indywidualne potrzeby odbiorcéw. Przyktadem moga by¢ reklamy kierowane do
mieszkaficow duzych miast, w ktérych sztab wyborczy Trumpa zawsze koncentrowat
si¢ na sprawach gospodarczych oraz bezpieczenstwa. Podczas gdy przekaz marke-
tingowy na terenach wiejskich byl wypetniony problemami waznymi dla rolnictwa,
takimi jak kwestia ochrony lokalnych miejsc pracy, niesprawiedliwej konkurencji spoza
USA czy zbyt wysokich kosztéw energii, ktore nadmiernie obciazaja amerykanskich
rolnikéw. Republikanin zapewnit tym sobie personalizacj¢ przekazu, ktéra pozwolita
mu sprzeda¢ poglady polityczne, jakich wyborcy w danej grupie oczekiwali. Nastapito,
trwajace juz druga dekadg, przejscie od prezentowania pogladéw kandydata z nadzieja,
ze znajdzie si¢ odpowiednio duzo chetnych, sktonnych do glosowania na niego. Trump
wyznaczyl nowe standardy w efektywnosci pozyskiwania wyborcow z wszelkich grup
spolecznych, wlacznie z najdrobniejszymi niszami, w ktérych de facto nie sprzedawat
swoich pogladéw, lecz ,kupowat” sobie nimi wyborcéw?2. Dzigki algorytmom moni-
torujacym nastroje spoleczne poprzez analiz¢ mediéw spotecznosciowych czy badan
opinii publicznej, mozliwe bylo dopasowywanie przekazu marketingowego praktycznie
W czasie rzeczywistym.

Wsréd kluczowych czynnikéw, keére wplynety na wynik wyboréw prezydenckich
w USA, nalezy podkresli¢ niezwykle znaczacy wzrost znaczenia Latynoséw??. Grupa
wyborcza, ktéra w poprzednich wyborach prezydenckich nie byta tak silna i zaan-
gazowana, a juz w szczegdlnosci nie odnotowywata tak duzego wzrostu poparcia dla
Trumpa, dokonata znaczacej zmiany. W wielu stanach poparcie dla Republikanina
wsrdd ludnosci latynoskiej wzrosto bardzo istotnie, gtéwnie za sprawa konserwatyw-
nych pogladéw Trumpa zwigzanych z warto$ciami rodzinnymi czy ochrong granic
przed naplywem nielegalnej, taniej sity roboczej. Pozwolito to Trumpowi na zdoby-
cie m.in. swing states w postaci Arizony, ale takie wzmocnienie swojego elektoratu
w Teksasie oraz na Florydzie?4.

Analogicznie prezentowalo si¢ w wielu
stanach poparcie dla Trumpa w§réd mniejszosci afroamerykariskie;.
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Ostatnim, ale jakze waznym elementem, majagcym wplyw na kampani¢ wyborcza,
byto jej finansowanie. Wyrdzniato si¢ ono w kampanii 2024 do$¢ rewolucyjnym spo-
sobem pozyskiwania funduszy po stronie Trumpa i zarazem niezwykle wysoka kwota
uzbierang od darczyricéw. Pomimo ze w kampanii w 2020 r. kwoty byty wyzsze, to jed-
nak w 2024 r. bardzo hojne wsparcie pochodzilo od pojedynczych jednostek pokroju
wspomnianego wezesniej Elona Muska, ktéry sam przekazat szacunkowo co najmniej
75 mln dolaréw na kampani¢ Trumpa. Wartym podkreslenia po stronie Trumpa jest
réwniez fake, ze Partia Republikariska okazata si¢ silnie i zdecydowanie wspiera¢ swo-
jego kandydata, co zapewnito mu dodatkowe atuty w postaci lepszej konsolidacji pod
katem organizacyjnym kampanii oraz zasobéw finansowych na nia przeznaczanych.
Faczna kwota zebrana przez kandydata Republikanéw?3, zawierajaca darowizny od
o0s6b indywidualnych i pieniadze zgromadzone przez tzw. Super PAC?, osiagnela war-
to$¢ blisko 1,1 miliarda dolaré6w?”. I cho¢ mimo to, ze sztab wyborczy Kamali Harris
wykorzystal jeszcze wigksza kwote, wynoszaca blisko 1,4 miliarda dolaréw, to zgodnie
z wynikiem wyboréw, Donald Trump spozytkowal zasoby finansowe w sposéb bar-
dziej efektywny, prowadzacy bezposrednio do jego wygranej w wyscigu o urzad 47.
Prezydenta Stanéw Zjednoczonych.

WNIOSKI ORAZ IMPLIKACJE WYBOROW 2024 DLA
PRZYSZt0OSClI WYBOROW PREZYDENCKICH W USA

Wybory prezydenckie 2024 w USA stanowily niezwykle wazny moment w historii
kraju. Zawieraty wiele przetomowych wydarzen oraz wykorzystano w nich technologie
i narzgdzia internetowe na niespotykang wezeéniej skale. Kluczows implikacjg jest
przede wszystkim rosnace z roku na rok znaczenie cyfrowych mediéw i tresci, a takze

ANALYSIS OF DONALD TRUMP’S 2024 PRESIDENTIAL CAMPAIGN:
FACTORS DETERMINING THE VICTORY OF THE REPUBLICAN CANDIDATE

Abstract

The article discusses the key aspects of Donald Trump’s election campaign that led
to his victory in the 2024 US presidential election. The authors point out that this
campaign was one of the most polarized in the history of the United States, and its
success was based on a populist message, strong personalization of communication, and
modern technologies such as social media, big data, and artificial intelligence. Trump
effectively mobilized his electorate, using disinformation, emotional rhetoric, and
criticism of opponents, which was particularly effective in the so-called ,swing states”
that determined his victory. The support of influential people also played a significant
role. Despite many controversies and legal problems, Trump won as many as 312
electoral votes, with a small advantage in the popular vote. The analysis also draws
attention to the changing structure of the electorate, especially the growing support
among Latinos and African Americans, and to campaign financing, which, although
lower than that of the competition, was effectively used. The article highlights the need
to adapt the US electoral system to new realities, including increasing transparency
in the use of technology, and the possible need for electoral system reform. The 2024
election has been considered a breakthrough and provides important guidelines for
future political campaigns in the US.

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INTRODUCTION

Economics, with its classical approaches has long ceased to be neoteric. Not so long ago
compared with the entire history of economics as a science its new branch emerged in
the world and was kindled by the success and celebrity of its discoverers, new research
studies and the expansion of the concept of economics as such. This branch is called
behavioural economics. There is still a protracted and inconclusive debate going on
about the independence of behavioural economics as a science, but the 2017 Nobel
Prize received by Richard Tyler confirms the worldwide recognition of this trend." In
traditional economics it was not customary to pay attention to psychology and sociology:

At the centre of many
sciences, as well as economics, in particular, is a human, so our consciousness, knowledge
and ability to assess and use them duly deserve special attention. It is strongly believed by
the author of the article that the attention to the topic is little, however the significance
of it is quite high. So, one of the theoretical significance points of the article is increasing
the interest in the phenomenon of the illusion of explanatory depth.?

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The object of this study is the concept of the illusion of explanatory depth, a relatively
little-studied phenomenon dating back to a recent year (2002).% The subject of the study
is perspectives of the phenomenon on marketing, business and economics. This work
questions the way people access their knowledge looking for the answers through the study
conducted from the perspective of gender socialization. The importance of education and
awareness itself is now becoming more and more popular especially with the development
of social media, Al tools and easily available information of different matter.

THE IOED CONCEPT

The illusion of explanatory depth (IOED) is a cognitive bias that occurs when a person
believes they understand a complex phenomenon or system better than they actually
do.4 This illusion becomes particularly evident when individuals are asked to provide
a detailed explanation of how a mechanism or process works. IOED holds significant
relevance in various fields including consumer behaviour, business, and economics, as
it impacts decision-making, risk assessment and adaptability to change.’

Key characteristics of the illusion of explanatory depth are as follows: overestima-
tion of knowledge: people may believe they understand how something works until
they are asked to explain it in detail. For instance, someone may think they know how
an internal combustion engine operates but realize their knowledge is superficial when
attempting to describe it; effect of social proof: social environments and the opinions
of others can amplify the illusion of understanding — individuals tend to believe their
opinions are well-informed if they align with the group even when their knowledge
is minimal; reliance on surface-level explanations: IOED is linked to dependence on
simple yet insufficient explanation — easily accessible information such as reviews, testi-
monials, or marketing materials, often creates an illusion of comprehensive awareness.®

The illusion of explanatory depth is not just a challenge but also an opportunity.
It teaches us to approach knowledge mindfully, focus on detailsand avoid superficial
perceptions of complex systems. Applying this principle in business and economics
can significantly improve decision-making quality, enhance organizational resilience,
and enrich strategic thinking.

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THE IOED: A CONSUMER BEHAVIOUR PERSPECTIVE

In today’s fast-paced marketplace consumers are inundated with information about
products and services. From detailed reviews to influencer opinions the abundance of
available data often leads consumers to believe they possess a comprehensive under-
standing of their choices. This phenomenon, known as the ,illusion of explanatory
depth,” plays a significant role in consumer behaviour and can heavily influence pur-
chasing decisions.

In order to provide the reader with the understanding of the phenomenon a descrip-
tion as follows is considered to be clear for the further comprehension: the illusion of
explanatory depth refers to the tendency for individuals to overestimate their under-
standing of complex phenomena. Research indicates that when asked to explain how
something works people often find themselves less knowledgeable than they initially
believed. This cognitive bias can have profound implications in the realm of consumer
behaviour affecting everything from brand loyalty to product choice.

When it comes to the implications for consumer decision-making, the author
would like to highlight three crucial points. The first one would be an overconfidence
in product knowledge: consumers may feel confident in their understanding of products
based on surface-level knowledge leading to biased decision-making. For instance,
a shopper may believe they fully understand a smartphone’s technical specifications
based solely on marketing materials yet lack insight into how these features translate
into real-world functionality.

The second one from the list would be the influence of social proof: the social
dynamics of shopping such as recommendations from friends or influencers can rein-
force the illusion of explanatory depth. When consumers see others endorsing a product
they may assume a deeper understanding of its benefits, despite not having researched
it thoroughly themselves. This phenomenon can create a bandwagon effect, where
consumers feel justified in their choices without complete knowledge. At the same time,
when it comes to the marketing perspective influence marketing is considered to be
a very powerful tool of promotion, brand awareness and reputation building. Coming
to the third point, brand loyalty and affinity is considered to be an important one to
talk about. Consumers tend to grow attached to brands that they believe they know
and understand well. The illusion of explanatory depth may cause them to overlook
negative reviews or emerging information about competitor products. This loyalty
can skew purchasing decisions, as consumers are less likely to explore alternatives even
when the circumstances change.

Having the above-mentioned information, strategies to research consumer behav-
iour may be defined. Understanding the illusion of explanatory depth can help not just
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marketers but also economists and business developers (to be deeper covered below in
the article) and other representatives refine their strategies to better connect with con-
sumers. Examples of a few approaches are as follows: educational content — business rep-
resentatives can create detailed educational materials that break down complex product
or service features. By providing clear explanations and usage scenarios consumers are
encouraged to deepen their understanding, reducing the overconfidence stemming from
surface-level knowledge; transparent communication: maintaining transparency about
product benefits and limitations can empower consumers. Companies that openly share
both strengths and weaknesses help demystify their products and service, fostering
informed decision-making rather than reliance on superficial claims; encouraging
exploration: marketers can promote a culture of exploration by encouraging consumers
to compare products across competitors. By highlighting comprehensive reviews and
comparisons, companies can support consumers in expanding their knowledge base,
leading to more thoughtful purchasing decisions.

THE IEOD: BUSINESS AND ECONOMICS PERSPECTIVE

In business and economics, a phenomenon known as the ‘illusion of explanatory
depth’ is often encountered. This cognitive bias occurs when people mistakenly believe
they have a deeper understanding of complex concepts or processes than they actually
do. In the business world, this can lead to poor decision-making, overestimation of
opportunities, and neglect of hidden risks.

The illusion of depth of understanding is a phenomenon where individuals believe
they grasp complex topics or systems, even when their knowledge is superficial. For
instance, many people might think they understand how the economy works simply
because they are familiar with basic terms like GDP, inflation or supply and demand.
However, deep understanding requires knowledge of intricate interconnections, con-
texts, and factors that are often overlooked.

When it comes to business, this manifests as confidence in ‘simple solutions” to
complex problems such as scaling a business or entering international markets. So, how
does the IOED affect business? The first one to be mentioned is an overestimation of
opportunities — leaders who overestimate their understanding of market dynamics often
make risky decisions. For example, entering a new market without studying its cultural
and legal nuances can lead to failure. This occurs because they rely on stereotypes or lim-
ited data which seem sufficiently informative. Moreover, in another work of the author
of the article, book ‘“The Illusion of Explanatory Depth from the Perspective of Gender
Socialization’, this issue is discussed from the perspective of gender. The empirical
study showed that male tend to overestimate the knowledge on the topic when female
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respondents tend to access it closer to the real results. For example, it was a study where
the author asked male and female questions about how well does one know science X or
Y and just after respondents received the basic school programme tasks on the sciences
discussed before being asked to have a test on each of them.

Another matter is ignoring risks — the IOED often results in companies underes-
timating potential risks. For instance, managers may overlook macroeconomic factors
like interest rate changes or currency fluctuations assuming they ‘already understand
everything.

Undervaluing expertise also should be noticed when discussing the topic: entrepre-
neurs or managers may believe they can figure out any topic on their own neglecting
the need for experts. This is especially dangerous in areas such as taxation, legal com-
pliance, or cybersecurity, where mistakes can be costly.

At the same time there is also a set of examples in economics — the phenomenon is
so wise and deep in terms of the influence but having this knowledge and idea it can
be used in order to decrease the level of illusion. For instance, financial crises — one of
the causes of financial crises such as the 2008 crisis was the confidence of major players
in their understanding of complex financial instruments like mortgage derivatives.
In reality, these instruments were so convoluted that even experts underestimated their
risk. Poor data interpretation is another interlink between economics and the IOED:
people may use surface-level data to explain economic phenomena resulting in erro-
neous conclusions.

So how to combat the IOED? The first step to overcoming the illusion of under-
standing is to recognize and acknowledge that one’s knowledge on the topic may be
incomplete. When considered not to be a weakness but an opportunity it creates a path
for development and growth. Another thing is using the management tools like Five
Whys Method, SMART model or PESTLE. Using these strategic management tools
may help to work with the information, plans, briefs, etc. For example, if one believes
that sales growth is possible through discounts, there can be a question: “Why will this
increase margins?” “Why will this not harm the brand perception?” and so on.

Business and economics are dynamic fields where old models can quickly become
outdated. Regular learning and exploration of new data can help avoid a shallow
perception of reality so the concept of lifelong learning indeed does seem to work well

with the concept of IOED.

CONCLUSION

The illusion of explanatory depths a serious barrier faced by many leaders and entre-
preneurs. It not only hinders sound decision-making but also affects the likelihood
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of costly mistakes for a company. Awareness of one’s cognitive biases, seeking expert
advice and a commitment to continuous learning are essential tools to avoid this
trap. Business requires not just confidence but mindfulness. The illusion of explan-
atory depth is a critical concept in understanding consumer behaviour. Recognizing
that consumers often lack a true understanding of the products they purchase allows
marketers to address their needs better and reshape their strategies. By promoting
education, transparent communication and encouraging more profound exploration,
brands can help consumers make informed choices ultimately enhancing satisfaction
and loyalty in the long run. The IOED emerges as a significant cognitive bias with
profound implications for consumer behaviour, business and economics. It reflects
the human tendency to overestimate our understanding of complex phenomena, often
leading to flawed decisions, superficial strategies, and overlooked opportunities for
growth. However, while IOED presents clear challenge it also offers an opportunity
for introspection, adaptation and improvement.

In consumer behaviour IOED influences the way individuals perceive products,
make purchasing decisions and build brand loyalty. Overconfidence in product knowl-
edge often stems from surface-level information such as marketing materials, testimoni-
als or influencer recommendations. This overconfidence can lead consumers to prioritize
certain brands or products without sufficient research or understanding. The bandwagon
effect amplifies this illusion as individuals align their preferences with societal trends or
endorsements creating a false sense of informed choice. For marketers acknowledging
IOED is a pathway to more responsible and effective engagement. Educational content,
transparency and encouragement of comparative exploration empower consumers to
make well-informed decisions, fostering trust and long-term loyalty.

In business and economics IOED manifests through overconfidence in under-
standing market dynamics, risk assessment, and decision-making processes. Executives
and entrepreneurs may misjudge opportunities, neglect cultural or legal nuances in
market expansion or undervalue the expertise required to navigate complex systems.
Historical examples, such as the 2008 financial crisis, demonstrate the dangers of
IOED at an institutional level, where misperceptions of understanding contributed to
widespread economic failure. On an individual level IOED undermines the credibility
and effectiveness of leaders who fail to seek expert advice or engage in lifelong learning.

Furthermore, the dynamic nature of today’s economy and technological landscape
underscores the importance of adaptability. As information becomes increasingly acces-
sible the temptation to rely on surface-level knowledge grows. Therefore, promoting
a culture of inquiry, transparency and evidence-based decision-making becomes cru-
cial. Leaders who commit to lifelong learning and foster environments that challenge
assumptions and encourage exploration are better equipped to navigate the complexities
of modern business and economics.
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Ultimately, the illusion of explanatory depth is both a sign and a guide. It high-
lights the pitfalls of complacency and superficiality while pointing towards the benefits
of mindfulness, humility and intellectual rigor. By understanding and addressing
IOED stakeholders across industries can improve decision-making processes, enhance
consumer satisfaction and drive sustainable success. The journey to overcoming this
illusion is an ongoing effort but it is one that holds the potential to transform the way
we engage with knowledge, strategy and innovation.

By acknowledging the limitations of perceived understanding and
leveraging tools such as strategic questioning and continuous learning, stakeholders
can enhance decision-making processes and adapt effectively to dynamic environments.
The article emphasizes the critical importance of mindfulness and informed approaches
in addressing the challenges posed by IOED in contemporary contexts.

Zagadnienia zasobdw i decyzji ekonomicznych stanowia przedmiot zainteresowania
wielu nauk spofecznych — od ekonomii, przez socjologie i psychologie, po nauki o zarza-
dzaniu. Badania dotyczace tych zjawisk stanowia tez temat projektow interdyscyplinar-
nych, si¢gajacych réwniez po narzedzia nauk przyrodniczych (w szczegdlnosci zwiaza-
nych z zagadnieniami zwigzanymi z ewolucja) oraz $cistych (modele matematyczne).

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obiektywna, jak i subiektywng warto$¢. Ponadto zasoby maja dla ludzi réwniez war-
to$¢ symboliczng, w tym stuza do opisywania siebie — ,,pomagaja ludziom okresla¢
kim s3”4. Warto$¢ symboliczna zasobéw moze wiazaé si¢ z ich znaczeniem spotecznym
i przektada¢ na interakcje spoteczne oraz sposéb opisywania siebie?.

Badacze analizujacy rolg kapitatu i zasobéw spolecznych, rozumianych jako sie¢
powiazan, zwracaja uwage na to, ze dzigki nim jednostka zyskuje dostep do zasobéw
(réwniez ekonomicznych) innych oséb stanowiacych czgéé jej sieci: ,,Bogactwo, sta-
tus i wladza, a takze wigzi spoteczne tych oséb, ktére sa bezposrednio lub posrednio
powigzane z jednostka i ktére w zwiazku z tym tworza jej sie¢ spoteczna, sa uwazane za
potencjalne zasoby spoteczne dla jednostki”®.

Autorzy teorii perspektywy wykazali, ze decyzje podejmowane w sytuacji zyskéw
i w sytuacji strat réznia si¢ od siebie?!. O tym, czy dana sytuacja postrzegana jest
jako zysk, czy jako strata, decyduje punkt odniesienia, z ktérym decydent poréw-
nuje sytuacj¢ bedaca skutkiem (mozliwym skutkiem) podjetej przez niego decyzji®?.
W szczegdlnosci uwaga badaczy skierowana byta na punkt odniesienia, ktérym jest
stan posiadania®? lub przedstawiona ,rama” sytuacji decyzyjnej*4. W mniejszym stop-
niu analizowano znaczenie obecnosci rywala w procesie jako punktu odniesienia, do
ktérego poréwnywane sa mozliwe skutki decyzji ekonomicznej.

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Osoby badane

W badaniu wzigli udziat ochotnicy (/V = 370), zarejestrowani na platformie ePanel,
ktérzy otrzymali wygenerowane automatycznie zaproszenie do udziatu w badaniu reali-
zowanym na potrzeby pracy doktorskiej. Wszystkie osoby badane byly petnoletnie
(M = 41; SD = 14,4). W grupie tej bylo 161 kobiet (46,8%) i 183 mezczyzn (53,2%).

Schemat badania

Schemat migdzy osobami to 3 (brak rywala, rywal kobieta, rywal mezczyzna) x 2
(prawdopodobienstwo lub odroczenie jako zrédlo dyskontowania). Schemat wewnatrz

Jednostki podejmujace decyzje w sytuacji dyskontowania dokonujg wyboru
pomiedzy natychmiastows nizsza nagroda a nagroda wyzsza, ale odroczong w czasie
(dyskontowanie odroczeniem) lub pomig¢dzy pewna nizsza nagroda a nagroda wyzsza,
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ale dostgpna z pewnym, mniejszym od 100%, prawdopodobieristwem (odroczenie
prawdopodobienstwa)®. Akceptowana i oczekiwana nagroda natychmiastowa obniza
si¢ wraz z wydtuzeniem okresu oczekiwania na nagrod¢ wyzsza lub wraz ze zmniejsza-
niem si¢ prawdopodobieristwa jej otrzymania. Pomiar subiektywnej wartosci nagrody
dla kilku warto$ci odroczenia lub prawdopodobienistwa jej uzyskania pozwala na
wykreslenie tzw. krzywej dyskontowej, pokazujacej zmiang subiektywnej wartosci
nagrody materialnej w zaleznosci od przedstawionych w opisie sytuacji parametréw
dostgpnosci®®.

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The study (/V = 344) explored the impact of the presence of a rival, as an element
of the situational decision-making context, on the propensity to engage one’s own cog-
nitive resources. The study was based on the discounting paradigm (assessing the sub-
jective value of (1) a prize certain but deferred in time or (2) available immediately but
available with a certain probability). The analysis showed an effect of the presence of
a rival on the propensity to commit one’s own resources. This effect was moderated by
both the gender of the decision-maker and its interaction with the gender of the rival, as
well as by the certainty of winning resulting from the context of the task -— probability
discounting vs. deferral discounting.
